	WATERWAYS INELIGABLE FOR AUXILIARY PATROLS
(a)  Coast Guard Authorization Act of 2015, (Pub. L. 114-120)

(b) ALCOAST XXX/16


1.  In accordance with references (a) and (b), a review of Coast Guard Auxiliary activities performed in FY2015 was completed to determine patrols that occurred on waterways outside Coast Guard jurisdiction without a request made by a state or other proper authority under the provisions of 14 U.S.C. §141.  Waterways beyond Coast Guard jurisdiction are considered “ineligible” for Auxiliary patrols without memorandum of agreement in place, or a request from the state or other proper authority with jurisdiction over the waterway made to the cognizant Coast Guard operational commander.
2.  After conducting this review, CGD _______ has identified waterways within its area of responsibility that are “ineligible” for Auxiliary patrols.  These ineligible waterways are listed in enclosure (1). Coast Guard operational commanders have been advised not to issue Auxiliary patrol orders for these waterways until a request from the state or proper authority has been made to the Coast Guard.

2. After conducting this review, CGD ______ has found that all Auxiliary patrols occurred on waterways subject to Coast Guard jurisdiction, or on waterways where properly vetted requests for Auxiliary patrols were made to the Coast Guard. Coast Guard operational commanders have been advised to not issue orders for Auxiliary patrols on waterways deemed ineligible in the future.
