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	The National Consumer Center, Inc., a private, non-profit organization, has recently published an extensive study of "consumer scams and the direct targeting of America's military and veterans." The report recommends, inter alia, that the military increase its efforts to educate the military community regarding consumer matters. The NCC reports that the military community is a ready target for scams due to " … relative youth and lack of financial sophistication, but more importantly steady U.S. Government paychecks, immunity to layoffs and a military culture that urges service people to maintain orderly finances as part of good-conduct codes. Some predatory businesses have become adept at heavy-handedly exploiting the service persons fear that financial trouble can be career-damaging."
