AVIATION MAINTENANCE TECHNICIAN

This course teaches the Aviation Maintenance Technician student, entry level skills, knowledge, and concepts required to inspect, service, maintain, analyze, and repair aircraft powerplant, powertrain, and structural systems; maintain, repair, and fabricate metal, composite, and fiberglass materials; fabricate cables, wire harnesses, and structural components; perform aircraft corrosion control, nondestructive testing, basic electrical troubleshooting, and aviation administrative record keeping.

AVIATION SURVIVAL TECHNICIAN

This course teaches the Aviation Survival Technician student, entry level skills, knowledge, and concepts required to perform aviation administrative record keeping; inspect, service, maintain, analyze, and repair aircraft and aircrew survival equipment and rescue devices; deliver aircrew survival training and perform helicopter rescue swimmer duties. 

AST students participate in a rigorous, progressive physical fitness and water rescue training program.

AVIONICS ELECTRICAL TECHNICIAN
This course teaches the Avionics Technician student, entry level skills, knowledge, and concepts required to inspect, service, maintain, analyze, and repair aircraft electrical power distribution, communications, navigation, auto flight, and sensor systems; fabricate cables and wire harnesses; perform corrosion control and aviation administrative record keeping.

BM-A CORE COURSE

The 6 week core for BM 'A' School is attended by all BM 'A' School students.  The first week begins with 

an Indoctrination and Leadership Program.  This includes a discussion of school policies and procedures as well as leadership training. The remainder of the core covers Boatswain Mate rate specific topics.  These include: Navigation Rules, Basic Deck Maintenance, Admin Boat Crew Survival Vest, Pub 102 Signaling, Maintaining Surfaces, First Aid, Computing Sunrise/Sunset, Tides/Currents, Honors & Ceremonies, Deck Maintenance, Marlinspike Seamanship, Bos'n Pipe, Basic Navigation, Chart & Pub Corrections, Identifying Buoys, Plotting Visual/GPS/Radar Fixes, and Boatswain Chair & Rigging.  Upon completion of the 6-week core, students are placed into one of two strands (Boat Forces Strand or Cutter Forces Strand) based upon the type of unit they will be assigned to following graduation from BM 'A' School.

DAMAGE CONTROLMAN
This course provides classroom lecture reinforced with ample opportunity to develop skills and knowledge in hands-on lab applications, preparing members for entry level in the Damage Controlman rating.  Students are instructed in the principles of Carpentry, Chemical, Biological, and Radiological (CBR) Warfare Defense, Shipboard Watertight Fittings maintenance, Shipboard Damage Control procedures, Firefighting, Plumbing, Arc Welding, Oxy-fuel Cutting, and Oxy-fuel Brazing.

ELECTRICIAN’S MATE
This course teaches enlisted personnel to perform as junior petty officers at the entry level job in the Electrician Mate rating.  Training includes lectures and hands-on exercises on generation, control and distribution of electricity; the uses of electricity and the maintenance/repair of electrical equipment.  The following topics are covered:  AC and DC circuit analysis, batteries, power distribution systems, lighting systems, generators, motors, controllers, interior communication systems, electric power tools, galley equipment, laundry equipment, scullery equipment, electric damage control equipment, small boat electrical systems, deck machinery equipment, and shore power.

ELECTRONICS TECHNICIAN
This course is an apprentice-level electronics course, which is divided into eight units of instruction, each dealing with a different aspect of electronics fundamentals.  The course begins with an indoctrination and includes basic theory, safety and measurement techniques.  As students progress through the course, they receive instruction on DC circuits, soldering, power supplies, amplifiers, oscillators, receivers, AM/FM/SSB communications, RADAR, LORAN-C receivers and depth sounders.  Emphasis is placed on the student's ability to identify, diagnose and repair equipment faults.  Each unit has specific terminal performance objectives, which must be mastered by the student to successfully complete the unit.  All eight units must be completed successfully to complete the course of instruction.  Additional work time away from class is required to complete each unit successfully.

FOOD SERVICES SPECIALIST

This course provides specialty training for the entry level Food Service Specialist in the areas of safety, personal hygiene, sanitation, recipe conversion, equipment usage and basic food preparation for the following: Bakery products, variety of meat and meat products, different sauces, egg cookery, vegetables, pasta and starches.  The course is customer focus oriented and is divided into various learning phases ranging from lecture to practical exercises.  The course is performance based and ends with the galley practical exercises.     

GUNNER’S MATE

This course teaches enlisted personnel to perform as junior petty officers at the job entry level in the Gunner's Mate rating on Coast Guard Cutters and shore units.  The following topics are covered:  basic leadership, fundamental electricity, small arms and machine guns (less than 25mm), ammunition and magazines, administration and PMS, Coast Guard ordnance, and the MK36 Decoy Launching System.

HEALTH SERVICES TECHNICIAN

This course provides lecture, laboratory demonstration, practical exercises, and clinical experiences in the areas of anatomy and physiology, medical administration, basic clinical laboratory procedures, asepsis and sterilization technique, preventive medicine, nursing skills, pharmacy, clinical sickcall, wound repair, dental sick call, exceptional services, leadership and management, the Clinic Automated Management System (CLAMS), and basic computer workstation operations.  Included in the curriculum is the Coast Guard Lifesaver course.

INFORMATION SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

The Information Technology rating is responsible for the efficient and effective implementation and maintenance of the Coast Guard’s IT infrastructure used to collect, store, and forward all voice, data and video information used in the execution of the Coast Guard’s missions and duties.  This course provides the student with instruction on performing the installation and maintenance of information transmission systems.  Students will receive instruction on basic electronics, premise distribution systems, voice processing systems, PBX systems, voice recording systems, special circuits, network equipment, client/servers and backing up data.

MACHINERY TECHNICIAN
This course teaches enlisted personnel to perform as junior petty officers at the job entry level in the Machinery Technician rating. Students are taught principles of operation, maintenance and repair of machinery.  The following topics are covered:  hand and machine tools, piping, tubing, flex hose, leadership, basic administration, hydraulics, internal combustion engines, lubrication systems, cooling systems, fuel systems, diesel engine overhaul, basic electricity and electrical equipment, auxiliary machinery, refrigeration, clutches, gears, shafting, and outboard motors.

MARINE SCIENCE TECHNICIAN

This course teaches qualified Coast Guard personnel in: 

Pollution investigation; Monitoring of federally funded cleanup of Oil and Hazardous Material spills; Port safety and security; Boarding commercial vessels; Providing scientific support for unit operations in support of missions of the Coast Guard; Environmental laws; Occupational safety; Dangerous cargo stowage and segregation; Cargo transfer monitoring; Leadership; Career information.

OPERATIONS SPECIALIST

The Operations Specialist is the tactical command, control and communications rating.  This course provides the student with entry level skills in basic computer application, the handling of classified material, setting up and maintaining communications systems, the management of search and rescue cases, tactical operations in a Combat Information Center (CIC) environment, and basic navigation.

PUBLIC AFFAIRS SPECIALIST
This course functions as the Coast Guard Public Affairs Specialist 'A' School. The Defense Information School trains CG enlisted members as entry-level public affairs specialists.  This joint-service training environment introduces students to news and feature writing, basic newspaper photography, newspaper production and media relations.  Upon successful completion, students are assigned to district public affairs offices where they will begin their careers as Coast Guard spokespersons, news writers and photographers.

STOREKEEPER

SK 'A' is a self-paced and performance base course.  Students work at their pace, perform actual SK tasks, practical exercises in; administration, keyboarding, E-mail, Macros, Correspondence, Typing, research Federal Logistics Data (FEDLOG), procurement, Standard Automated Requisition (STAR), Milstrip, Transportation, Large Unit Financial System (LUFS), Fiscal Procedures, Inventory Management and Configuration Management (CMPlus), Property Management, Accountable Item Management (AIM) and forklift operation. 

YEOMAN
Self-paced course designed for Coast Guard non-rated personnel who met the YN entry requirements stipulated in Chapter 2 of the Coast Guard Training & Education Manual, COMDTINST M1500.10(series).  To complete the course, students must successfully perform tasks that simulate actual YN3 job performance.  Training is provided in correspondence, directives, Standard Workstation, Pay/Personnel & Travel/Transportation.
