Yard Shipboard Safety Checklist


1. 	All hot-work must have ventilation, spaces should not be smoky. Check Competent Persons (CP) report located in the “Hot Work Box” for Instructions 

2. 	Service lines, hoses, and cables should be properly routed whenever possible. Keep access points and passageways as clear as possible. 

3. 	All personnel should be wearing proper PPE. (Hardhats, safety glasses, and safety shoes, etc.)  

4. 	Propylene gas that we use has an odor of Garlic, if any space has this odor please notify Yard Fire Department ASAP. 

5. 	Check for electrical hazards. (Frayed, cut, exposed, or corroded cables/wires.) 

6. 	There should be no lingering Diesel odors. 

7. 	Deck plates removed should be replaced with planking or other safe means. Open hatches are to be guarded. 

8. 	Practice good housekeeping. Keep trash at a minimum by placing garbage bags around work areas. 

9. 	Lighting should be sufficient and in good shape. 

10.  Keep fire boundaries in mind and close as many compartments as allowable without affecting ship ventilation. Route lines, hoses and cables to maximize boundaries. 

Safety Topics   
It is our goal to provide and maintain a healthy and safe environment for all personnel working at the Yard.  Please review the attached guidelines and act accordingly.  Remember, these rules and guidelines are put in place to help prevent accidents and injuries. 

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)
All personnel are required to wear proper PPE at the Yard. At a minimum, ANSI approved safety glasses, hard hats, and safety shoes as well as long pants and shirts with sleeves are required. Additional equipment may be necessary based on operations taking place, including harnesses, respirators and hearing protection. 

For Crews Transiting the Piers  
If production work is taking place, minimum safety gear must be worn;   If production operations on the pier have secured, then transit without safety gear is permitted.  Ship’s crew should not transit the pier during normal working hours or during production operations without proper safety gear. 

Hot Work
All hot work to take place aboard a vessel requires approval from the  Fire Department prior to commencement. (This may require Marine Chemist approval.)  Please reference the hot work box on each gangway leading to the vessel for daily instructions for each space onboard the vessel. If the work is in a confined space, atmospheric testing must be conducted.  Hot work performed in buildings is permitted only if the building space has pre-authorization.  Please contact the Yard Fire Department or Safety Branch if you have any questions

Confined Space Entry
Confined space entry must be made in accordance with all applicable regulations, and, at a minimum, spaces need to be approved as “safe for entry” prior to entering.  All personnel entering a confined space should have proper training and always ensure other personnel are aware of their location. DO NOT ENTER A CONFINED OR ENCLOSED SPACE IF SOMEONE IS UNCONSCIOUS (this may mean the atmosphere is not safe). If this condition exists, contact x 3000 immediately. Some hazards related to confined/enclosed spaces include lack of oxygen, dangerous and toxic atmospheres as well as potential lower explosive levels. ALWAYS CHECK THE Competent Persons report for the space in which you are entering. 

Electrical Safety and Tag Out
Please check for electrical hazards, including frayed, cut, exposed or corroded cables/wires. If found, please report to ship superintendent, supervisor, or safety. Prior to the start of electrical work, verify the circuit is de-energized. Yard procedure dictates tag out of circuits and components.  Yard workers shall follow the ship’s procedure unless under the care of the YARD and joint responsibility with LSSU and the YARD will take place.  Proper notification of energizing/de-energizing of electrical, mechanical, or piping systems must be made to prevent mishaps. 
If work on a live circuit is absolutely necessary, proper notification to the ship superintendent and electrical Supervisor must be made.  Signs will be posted around the work site indicating that energized circuits or equipment are undergoing repair, when feasible.  

Hazardous Materials and Waste
If your job entails using a hazardous material or creating a hazardous waste please contact the Safety Office for proper procedures.  In addition, any hazardous material purchased must be cleared through with safety/environmental staff prior to entry into the Yard. Ensure you have a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for each chemical you are using. 

Flammable and combustible material should be stored in an approved flammable storage locker away from corrosives, compressed gasses, and heat sources.  All containers must be identified of their contents regardless of the material, (i.e. glass cleaner, floor scrubber, welding flux, gasoline). Please call the Safety Office for any questions about chemical usage and the Environmental Office for disposal.  


Hazardous Material Spills
All hazardous material spills must be reported to the Yard Fire Department via the Yard emergency system by dialing ext.3000 from any base phone or 410-636-3993 from any outside or cellular phone line. 

Cranes Have The Right of Way
Waterfront cranes on the piers have the right of way.  Please do not park on the crane tracks or in any other prohibited areas on the waterfront or piers. Please talk to the rigging department to determine proper access on the pier for any material/equipment handling items or deliveries. 

Traffic Safety
The speed limit within the Yard is 10-15mph on all roads within the Yard with exception of the waterfront which is 5 mph.  Please observe normal rules such as stop signs, walkways, caution signs, and other equipment operations.  Be aware of changing conditions, pedestrians and limited visibility issues. Street markings can be worn and at different times of the day and can be hard to see.  There is limited visibility based on lighting, weather, and time of the year during your repair availability.  Cell phone and texting use is prohibited while operating a vehicle while on base and seat belts are required.  For more information concerning rules, regulations, as well as parking passes, please contact the base Police Dept. at 410-636-3993.


Environmental Guidelines

The YARD is an ISO 14001 certified organization and follows certain guidelines in order to maintain this certification. There are many activities that occur and various materials used in a shipyard that could potentially affect the environment.  These activities/materials include but are not limited to: Traditional Shipyard Work; Metal Welding/Cutting; Hazardous Materials Handling; Lead Paint; PCB’s;  Asbestos; Lube Oils; Composites; Dry-docking; Paint/Grease/Oils Removal; Paint Application; Equipment and Piping Repair/Replacement. 

Hazardous Materials Management

· Make sure there are no leaking containers in flammable storage lockers 
· All materials being used must be within their shelf-life 
· All drums must be properly labeled/marked 
· Check to see that secondary containment is being used when required 
· Pre-approval from Safety before purchasing Hazardous Materials is required to prevent accidental comingling, improper storage and compatibility.  

Hazardous Material/Disposal

· Hazardous wastes and some solid wastes are regulated by the State of Maryland and cannot be disposed of in dumpsters. 
· These wastes must be placed in the shops/units proper collection drum. 
· Petroleum Products must be properly disposed of- Please see the Ship superintendent or the environmental staff for proper containers and labels and material disposition.

Flammable Paint, Aerosol Cans, Thinner, Oily Rags, Used Glass Beads, PCBs and Liquid Fiber glass Resin require special disposal, please contact the Ship Superintendent or the environmental Staff for further details. 
If in doubt regarding material disposal, (ask before you do!). 



Universal Wastes are Regulated   We cannot dispose of the following Universal Wastes into dumpsters:

· Mercury thermostats & thermometers 
· Fluorescent light bulbs 
· Batteries – mercury NiCad, lithium, MH 
· Pesticides - EPA REG only EXCEPTION: Fluorescent tubes with green tips can be disposed in dumpsters. PLEASE SEE THE SHIP SUPERINTENDENT OR ENVIRONMENTAL STAFF FOR DETAILS OF DISPOSAL. IF IN QUESTION, PLEASE CONTACT THE ENVIRONMENTAL HOTLINE at ext. 3111

Recycling

· Lead Acid Batteries are recycled.  If the battery is broken, then it is a hazardous waste. Contact environmental staff or the superintendent for details. 
· No trash in recycle metal containers. 
· No recycle metals in the trash containers. 
· Check to see that oil is removed from equipment before disposal 
· The  YARD Recycles- including plastic- for additional information, please see your Ship Superintendent.

Housekeeping

Housekeeping is about keeping areas neat, organized and safe. Work tools, materials and equipment should be properly secured and in their place.  Items that create slip, trip and fall hazards such as cables, hoses and cords should be properly routed and managed. Loose materials such as rags, trash and paper should be properly disposed of to prevent fire hazards.  A clean work space is a safe workspace. Please assist in maintaining a safe workplace by practicing good housekeeping.

	Fire Emergency: 
	Dial 3000.  (410) 636-3993
Sound alarms, Follow fire plan and dog ship as much as possible to aide in fire breaks. Do not hook into the YARD’s fire hydrant system. 
	FD will respond with crew and apparatus during normal working hours. Water and pump engine will be provided. Ship’s Crew is responsible for onboard firefighting. After hours BCFD or AACFD. 

	EMS Emergency: 
	Dial 3000.   (410) 636-3993 Give as much information as possible. Stabilize patient.
	Will respond with EMS crew and ambulance during normal working hours. After hours BCFD/AACO EMS. 

	Environmental Emergency: 
	Dial 3000.   (410) 636-3993 Ship is responsible for environmental spills including containment and cleanup. 
	YARD will respond and provide materials, personnel and assistance as necessary.

	Safety Emergency: 
	Dial 3000.   (410) 636-3993  or 410-636-3772 (safety office)  Provide information and secure the scene as much as possible 
	YARD will respond with safety personnel and resources as necessary. 

	Hotwork 
Procedures: 
	Check Hot Work Box daily to verify area is safe for hot work. 
	FD will update the Hot Work Box daily after shipboard rounds are made.

	Chemical Disposal Procedures: 
	Call Environmental for information on disposal or purchasing. 
	Safety/Environmental will coordinate and ensure wastes are disposed of properly and assist in purchasing any new chemical needed for the ship.

	Safety Concerns or questions: 
	Call Safety Office x3772 or Ship Supervisor for assistance. 
	Safety Office will respond to safety concerns and notify proper departments.
