Requirements for Containers Not Transporting Explosives
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1.Doors 


Door should close properly and open to 90o


If measured diagonally from each corner fitting, the difference should be no more than 3/8”(The comparison of A1 to A2 measurements)





2. Marking


The container must have a valid CSC plate for international service(49 CFR 450-453)


All gross weight markings on the container must match the gross weight markings on the containers CSC plate
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3. Corner fittings


No cracks, Must be able to properly accept a twist lock


All four bottom corner fitting should lay flat on a chassis or level ground(within 3/8”)


Measurement comparisons of A3 and A4 must be within 3/8”


4. Corner post


No one dent over 1” deep  for multiple dents ½”


5. Bottom Rails 


No bends in the flange on beam greater than 45 o


6. All other structural member


No tears, holes, or breaks with the exception of small dings
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7. Cross Members/Forklift Pockets


No more than two cross members crushed and they may not be adjacent to each other


All welds must be intact including those on damaged cross members


No other dents greater than 2” deep


Floor does not sag (does not include rough lumber)


e)    No torn members


8. Side walls and roof


Will survive voyage and keep cargo contained


Bulges must not interfere with loading
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Additional Requirements for Containers Transporting Explosives





1. Damage General Requirements


Must contain a valid CSC plate (Regardless of destination)


Container must be weather tight(If sprayed with a water hose, no water would enter the container)


Note: No open top containers may be used


No dents in any structural members exceeding 3/4" including:


The top/bottom rails, corner post, or cross members header and door sill


No holes, or rusted out sections the:


Sides, ends, top, or bottom.


All door hardware must function properly and be in place(No twisted, seized, or broken door hardware)
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2. Repairs


No More than 2 proper splices per top or bottom side rails


No more than 1 proper splice in the top or bottom end rails or door header


No repairs are allowed in the door sill or corner post (including corner fitting)


Note: Proper splices are butt splices
