DCPO COLLEGE TRAINING PLAN

The following list is the proposed DCPO training program.  It is based on a two hour training session that meets once per week with members of the DC division to train on the essential skills that the DCPO is required to have in order to properly do his job.  While the primary objective of the training is to work through the revised PQS standard, the majority of the time will be spent working hands-on with the Damage Controlmen performing actual tasks from the DCPO PMS cards, giving them the necessary tools to do their job.  The training program serves two purposes:  to train new DCPO’s initially entering the program and to refresh the skills of experienced DCPO’s using skills that they do not necessarily use on a daily basis.
