By order dated 26 March 1959, an Exami ner of the United States
Coast Guard at New York, New York suspended Appellant's seanan
docunents upon finding himguilty of m sconduct. The ten
speci fications found proved allege that while serving an oiler on
board the United States SS FLYI NG HAWK under authority of the
docunent above descri bed, between 30 June and 12 Septenber 1958,
Appel l ant wongfully failed to obey | awful orders on six occasions;
he threatened a superior officer; he directed abusive | anguage
toward a superior officer; he created a disturbance; and he fail ed
to join his ship.

At the hearing, Appellant was represented by counsel of his
choi ce.

An order was entered suspendi ng
al |l docunents, issued to Appellant, for a period of three nonths
outright plus six nonths on eighteen nonth's probation. Appellant
has no prior record.

BASES OF APPEAL

This appeal is a plea for clenency solely on the ground of
“"famly obligations.”

OPI NI ON

Appel | ant has clearly denonstrated by his nunerous offenses on
a single voyage during a period of less than three nonths that he
does not deserve clenency regardl ess of the extent of his personal
hardshi p. The order inposed is considered to be extrenely | enient
in view of the extent to which Appellant flouted the authority of
t hose on the ship and di srupted the shipboard discipline.
