	This Appendix contains four sample forms, that may be reproduced locally, for use in Special and General Courts-Martial.  NOTE:  The findings worksheet ordinarily must be tailored to the case.  Accordingly, this worksheet should be used only to provide a format.

COURT MEMBER QUESTION SHEET�


	In some cases, the sentence worksheet must be modified to eliminate inapplicable sentence elements.  For example, if a punitive discharge is not authorized, it should be deleted. Such deletions may be done by line-outs if neither party objects.


	Note that the Special Court-martial Sentence Worksheet shows maximum forfeitures, while the General Court-martial Sentence Worksheet shows basic pay.  If the maximum forfeitures at a GCM extend only to 2/3 pay per month, the worksheet should list those amounts rather than basic pay.


	The Military Judge must provide detailed instructions to the members as to the use of the findings and sentence worksheets.  The members should be directed to either line out all inapplicable language or circle the applicable language (or both).
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
