DRESS CODE 

Coast Guard Dining Facility (CGDF) TRAINING CENTER PETALUMA, CA

1. Uniform of the day is always appropriate.

2. Appropriate civilian attire may be worn except for the following items:

a. Dirty attire (military uniform or civilian clothing)

b. Combination of military and civilian clothing.

c. Covers and hats. (Excluding Food Service Personnel who must keep hair covered).

d. Shower shoes or Flip Flops.
e. Halter tops, anything exposing underarm hair and sleepwear.

f. Exposed mid-riff.

g. Cut off pants or shorts without a hem.

h. Sweaty gym or jogging attire.

i. Short-shorts.

j. Plain white v-neck undershirts.

k. Clothing with language or logos showing or discussing illegal drugs, containing obscene or lascivious messages or depicting anti military symbols.

l. Other clothing deemed inappropriate by the senior FS on duty in the galley.

3. Military personnel in uniform who are in violation of CG grooming standards will not be authorized entry to the CGDF.

4. Flight suits are allowed in the dining hall only for flight crews on duty.  

5. Other attire is allowed under special circumstances as authorized by the Food Service Officer (FSO).

Note: All backpacks, briefcases and bags are required to be left at the front of the dining hall.  If there are any questions or concerns about the dress code, please contact the FSO at x7151.
