B. B. COAST GUARD WEIGHT AND BODY FAT STANDARDS PROGRAM MANUAL, COMDTINST M1020.8 (SERIES) 1. THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION IS PROVIDED IN AN EFFORT TO MAXIMIZE CLASS 'C' TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES AVAILABLE TO CG RESERVISTS.

2. QUOTAS FOR CLASS 'C' SCHOOL TRAINING ARE MANAGED TWO WAYS DEPENDING ON THE TYPE OF COURSE.

A. SLATE COURSES: SLATE COURSES ARE THOSE COURSES IN WHICH THE PROGRAM MANAGER/COURSE MANAGER SELECTS THE STUDENTS. PROGRAM MANAGERS RECEIVE ELECTRONIC TRAINING REQUESTS (ETR) FROM FIELD UNITS, SELECT STUDENTS FOR COURSE SESSIONS, ENROLL ATTENDEES INTO DIRECT ACCESS AND NOTIFY TQC TO ISSUE ORDERS TO SELECT MEMBERS.

B. NON-SLATE COURSES: TQC CONTROLS AND CENTRALLY MANAGES THE QUOTAS ASSIGNED TO NON-SLATE COURSES. PROGRAMS PROVIDE GUIDANCE ON TARGET AUDIENCE AND CANCELLATION/SUBSTITUTION POLICIES. TQC RECEIVES ALL ETRS FROM FIELD UNITS, SELECTS STUDENTS, DETERMINES AND VERIFIES TDY ENTITLEMENTS AND ISSUES ORDERS.

3. TQC ISSUES TRAVEL ORDER NUMBERS (TONOS) FOR ACTIVE DUTY, ACTIVE DUTY SPECIAL WORK (ADSW), EXTENDED ACTIVE DUTY (EAD), TITLE 10 U.S.

CODE 12301 (D) AND TITLE 10 U.S. CODE 12302 ORDERS, CIVILIAN AND AUXILIARY MEMBERS. IT IS THE UNIT'S RESPONSIBILITY TO FREQUENTLY CHECK FOR CLASS 'C' SCHOOL ORDERS IN DIRECT ACCESS.  RESERVISTS IN A DRILLING STATUS WILL RECEIVE NO-COST ORDERS FROM TQC WHEN THE QUOTA IS APPROVED. RESERVISTS WILL THEN REQUEST ADT-OTD ORDERS VIA NORMAL REQUEST PROCEDURES.

4. IT IS THE COMMAND'S RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THAT THE MEMBER MEETS ALL PREREQUISITES AND ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS PRIOR TO SUBMITTING AN ETR. ADDITIONALLY, MEMBER MUST BE COMPLIANT WITH COAST GUARD WEIGHT AND BODY FAT STANDARDS PRIOR TO RECEIVING ORDERS TO TRAINING IN ACCORDANCE WITH REFERENCE B.

5. MEMBERS CAN TRACK THEIR ENROLLMENT STATUS IN DIRECT ACCESS FROM WORK OR HOME BY USING THE FOLLOWING PATH: SELF SERVICE/ VIEW/ MEMBER INFO ADDITIONAL/ SEARCH/ TRAINING HISTORY/ EXPAND THIS PAGE OUT TO VIEW THE ENROLLMENT STATUS.

6.  A CGMS MESSAGE IS THE REQUIRED METHOD FOR REQUESTING A SUBSTITUTION OR CANCELLATION OF ORDERS TO CLASS 'C' TRAINING. UNITS ARE REQUIRED TO SUBMIT CANCELLATION AND SUBSTITUTION REQUESTS WITHIN 10 DAYS OF RECEIVING ORDERS TO ALLOW TQC AMPLE TIME TO IDENTIFY REPLACEMENT STUDENTS. MESSAGE TEMPLATES ARE POSTED ON THE TQC WEBSITE.

7. INFORMATION REGARDING ALL CLASS 'C' SCHOOLS (COURSE DESCRIPTION, CONVENING DATES, TARGET AUDIENCE, PREREQUISITES, LOCATION ETC) IS LOCATED ON THE TQC WEBSITE ALONG WITH OTHER VALUABLE TRAINING RESOURCES AND GUIDES. MEMBERS AND UNIT TRAINING OFFICERS ARE ENCOURAGED TO CONTACT TQC EARLY AND OFTEN REGARDING THE VARIOUS 'C'

SCHOOL TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES AVAILABLE TO OUR MEMBERS.
