When it comes to writing a resume, opening with an objective is a highly-effective, often overlooked strategy. The more specific and direct you are with your purpose, the more compelling you will appear to the employer. When you are clear about what you want, he or she will be clear about wanting to meet you.

1. A clearly stated objective can cause the hiring manager to sit up and notice you as an individual with a goal in mind.

2. A clearly stated objective can cause the hiring manager to begin ‘picturing’ you in the position for which you are applying.

A strong purpose-filled statement like the example above leaps off the page of your resume. And it will keep your goal front and center. If your objective is to land a job interview, what could be more important than commanding the reader’s attention the moment he or she starts to read.

Here are TWO more examples of excellent resume Objectives:

Objective: Executive Secretary - Seeking an interview for the position of Executive Secretary where my organization and communication skills will increase the executive’s ability to manage key affairs with less time and effort.

Objective: Head Chef - Would welcome the opportunity to interview for the opening of Head Chef at Chez Francois, Century City, where my prize-winning entrees with an international flair and my unique ‘very French’ chocolate desserts will increase the bottom line - guaranteed.

Spice up your resume with a clearly worded objective and the employer just may open the door for you - one that leads to a new career in the profession of your dreams.
