Typical Inport Watch Type and Duty Rotation: Tropical Hrs, 0655 – 1300 hours M-F for all qualified deployable personnel and 0655 - 1500 hours M-F for all unqualified personnel, 0655 - 1600 hours for all staff.  Member are given two hours every morning for team physical fitness training to be followed by scheduled law enforcement training, weapons training,  etc.  While inport, you will typically be involved in recurring training and may conduct local law enforcement operations with federal, state and local agencies.

Underway Watch Type and Duty Rotation: 60 day deployments on US Naval and other Allied Naval Vessels (i.e…British, Dutch, and Canadian Naval assets).  Your duties will include serving as a Law Enforcement watchstander, advising US Naval and Allied watch personnel on proper law enforcement actions and to conducting Right of Approach questionings on suspect narcotic trafficking vessels.  You will also be asked to so serve as a Tactical Flight Observer flying aboard HH-60 Seahawk helicopters to spot any potential profile smuggling vessels. As a TACLET Boarding Team Member or Boarding Officer, you will be tasked with searching for contraband on suspect vessels, performing extensive At-Sea Space Accountability. In addition to the qualifications above you will be required to qualify and maintain a great deal of other skills and qualifications such as Vertical Insertion,  Unannounced Nighttime Boardings, Close Quarters Combat, etc… .

Newly arrived personnel are expected to fill demanding, yet rewarding billets and will qualify as Detachment Boarding Officers, Boarding Team Members and Leading Petty Officers.  The unit has approximately 150 personnel made up of (8) law enforcement detachments (LEDET) of 10 to 12 members, a training department, an operations department, an airborne use of force locker and Command Cadre. LEDET’s are comprised of 10-12 member teams which deploy 60 days at a time; approximately 120 to 180 days a year.  While inport, training is the primary mission of the LEDETs and is both time, physically, and mentally intensive. Housing for accompanied personnel is difficult to find with the local San Diego housing availability of less than 1%.  Unaccompanied personnel may apply for barracks.

The San Diego area has much to offer military personnel of any age.  There are more than five major beaches within 1/2 hr drive from downtown, which is where PACTACLET is located.  Also, there is Sea World, the San Diego Zoo, Balboa Park and three wild animal parks, within a 1/2 hr drive.  Downtown San Diego has many attractions including:  Horton Plaza, Shopping, restaurants, and the Historic Gas Lamp District.  The Gas Lamp District and Old Town areas are historic parts of San Diego, with shopping and restaurants and numerous clubs and bars for patrons over the legal drinking age.  If you have kids there is also Lego Land, San Diego Museum, Sea Port Village and Old Town.  If you’re into sports, the San Diego Padres and Chargers are located in the area.
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
