	Station Rio Vista is located in the Sacramento River Region of California. It is approx. one hour Northeast of San Francisco Our AOR is consisted of 1,500 miles of rivers and sloughs.  Our fleet consists of 4 25’ RB-S and 3 emergency vehicles with 35 active duty and 22 reserves billeted.
	Our primary missions are SAR and LE. We run between 400 and 500 cases per year. These SAR cases involve taking on water, emergency medical situations, boat and marina fires, disabled vessels, lost or overdue boats and people, drowning victims, and boating accidents. The LE cases involve boating under influence of drugs or alcohol, reckless or negligent boat operations, and pollution enforcement. The station works in close operation with sheriff’s departments from five counties and countless local police agencies as The Delta Region is very active in marijuana and methamphetamine trafficking.
	After reporting aboard, a Seaman or Fireman will first become communication watch stander qualified. After that, they will begin qualification for their boat crewman qualification. The next goal will to become a boarding team member. These qualifications will be achieved under the close supervision and a lot of assistance. Any person who arrives at the station with a positive attitude and a willingness to learn will have no problem with any job qualifications. Maintenance of the boats, vehicles, and the station’s facilities will comprise the rest of the workdays.
	Although the town of Rio Vista is a smaller rural town in Northern California of only 5000 people, there are plenty of off time activities to enjoy. San Francisco is a diverse and exciting city with something to offer everyone. Sacramento is only an hour north and it too has restaurants and activities that only a major city can offer. Napa and Sonoma counties California are home to some of the finest wineries in the world and are open to the public. The famous California coast is no more than an hour drive and there are dozens of state parks and national parks for camping, fishing, and hiking that does the entire span of the coastline. Lake Tahoe is approx. 3 hours up I-80 east and features top entertainers, show, and some of the country’s best skiing. Closer to home, the delta region supports some of the best camping and fishing around. For those people who like to windsurf and sports of that sort, Sacramento River has some of the best winds for windsurfing in the country.
	Travis AFB has an excellent recreational facility and program both on and off base, for all ranks and ages. It is located just 30 minutes from the station. One phone call to the AFB’s MWR office will provide a person with enough activities to keep them busy their entire tour here.
