NESU Seattle is chartered by the SFLC IOD to provide maintenance assistance to all cutters and boats as directed by IOD. NESU Seattle provides hull, mechanical and electrical (HM&E), and ordnance maintenance augmentation to cutters through Maintenance Augmentation Teams (MATs). NESU Seattle is organized into two divisions: Maintenance & Weapons Augmentation Teams and the Reserve Division. In addition the department coordinates with Industrial Production Facility Ketchikan. The MATs provide organizational and depot maintenance support to cutters as resources permit.
