1. The area is beautiful with beaches and tropical rain forest only minutes apart from each other.  Surfers and hikers delight.  The city of Honolulu/Waikiki has quite the nightlife with simple bars to the highest class of clubs.  The job here on the KUKUI is simple, however we work hard at it.  We have pride in our ship and it reflects in the work and the up keep.  With such a small crew, we are a family and we take of each other.

2. The best ships to be on in the Coast Guard are buoy tenders, and KUKUI is easily the best buoy tender.  The work is hard, but it is immediately rewarding to know what a great service we provide to both commercial shipping and recreational boating.  Beyond working the important job of maintaining Aids to Navigation (AtoN), we have environmental protection capabilities, we respond to Search and Rescue (SAR) cases, and we do Law Enforcement (LE), which has increased with the recent addition of the Homeland Defense mission.  With no Medium Endurance Cutters (MECs) in the area, KUKUI has the opportunity to do much more LE than most other cutters in its class.

KUKUI is a 225’ Juniper Class cutter, and one of the Coast Guard’s newest ships, which employs an optimally manned crew.  The ship is large enough to be able to cover a large Area of Responsibility (AOR), but the crew is small enough that we have a small crew environment onboard.  With such a tight crew, everyone gets to know each other very well, which makes for a great working environment.  There is also much more room on the ship for more spacious berthing areas and better accommodations for the crew.

Besides everything else we have going for us, our location itself makes us one of the most attractive billets available.  Besides living in beautiful Honolulu, Hawaii, a premier vacation spot, we make amazing liberty port calls in places like Midway, Samoa, and the rest of the Hawaiian Islands.  Many people pay a lot of money to see the places we see during the course of our travels.  After being onboard KUKUI for a tour, our crewmembers have stories of exotic places they’ll tell for the rest of their lives.

Not only are we a buoy tender, we are the best buoy tender because we have a variety of missions, a small crew, an exotic homeport, and great liberty ports.  KUKUI is the best of the best billets a new Coast Guard member could ever want.  Good luck in getting orders to our ship!
