This is a great duty station for most people.  For many, it is the best tour they experience in their career.  For some, however, it can be challenging.  Located on Mitkof Island midway between Juneau and Ketchikan in Southeast Alaska, Petersburg is a temperate rain forest that receives an average of 140 inches of precipitation annually.  It is a fishing community with a Norwegian heritage.  There is no road access to the island; the only way to leave is by boat or plane. There are only about 3000 people living on Mitkof Island.  There are a few restaurants, two banks, two grocery stores, two hardware stores, a small hospital, and a dentist.  A gym membership is provided free of charge to active duty and their dependants.

For people that enjoy outdoor activities like hiking, 4-wheeling, hunting and fishing Petersburg provides endless opportunities for recreation.
