HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER:

The Portsmouth area is fairly quiet with a lot of local activities.  Norfolk and Virginia Beach offer the latest in shopping.  Richmond, Washington DC, Baltimore, and Nags Head are all close enough for a day trip. Colonial Williamsburg is within 45 minutes.  There is also Busch Gardens and Kings Dominion. There is a great military presence in the area with Langley Air Force Base, Norfolk Naval Base, Oceana Naval Air Station all in the vicinity.  This results in a relatively warm environment for a military person and their family. Most businesses and companies are familiar with the military and their policies and procedures.  As a nonrate you will be involved in a variety of types of work.  The morale of the crew is one of the finest ever. Everyone works together and embraces Teamwork.  There is no doubt that you will find a friend among your 100 shipmates here. 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

USCG INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND (BSU) PORTSMOUTH
BSU Portsmouth is a secure facility that houses 6 WMEC 270 Class Cutters, several smaller Cutters, Naval Engineering Support Unit, and several other support units.  The base has a small exchange, barber shop, credit union, outdoor swimming pool, gymnasium with modern workout equipment, and several outdoor ball fields.  All members require a military ID to gain entrance to the facility and additionally a DHS vehicle pass. You will need driver’s license, proof of insurance, and registration to get a pass. Typical Inport Workday

LEGARE’s current workweek is Monday thru Thursday.  The workday normally begins at 0645 and non-rates and junior petty officers can usually expect to complete tasks within rate through the day and be granted liberty early afternoon.  

Typical Underway Workday

LEGARE’s schedule underway is extremely busy with operations such as flight quarters, small boat operations, etc.  However, there is still time to have fun especially during our liberty port calls.  Sundays are normally Holiday Routine meaning you will have the day off except for duty and any operations that come up. 

HOUSING:

Military Lease Clause:  If you sign a private lease, be sure a military (transfer) clause is included in your lease.  The below military clause is example of one which should be used:

“The said LESSOR agrees that in the event said LESSEE shall be transferred by military orders from ____________, or be required to occupy government quarters, then, in either of such events, said LESSEE has and shall have the right to terminate this lease prior to the date of expiration there of by delivering to the LESSOR a thirty (30) day notice in writing of such transfer or assignment, and the effective date thereof, said notice to be sent to the LESSOR by registered mail

            Permissive Orders For House Hunting:  Permissive orders for “house hunting trips” consist of up to ten days authorized absence to search for a new residence at the new duty station.  This is specifically for the benefit of members with PCS orders. The ten days absence is issued at the discretion of the Commanding Officer of the old duty station.  It may be combined with leave or liberty to extend the period, but may not be combined with any travel, proceed time, or leave incident to PCS orders.  Article 7-A-10.b(7) of the Personnel Manual allows the Commanding Officer at the gaining unit to grant administrative absences during circumstances (such as distance, cost, or TAD) for up to five working days when the member is unable to make use of permissive orders 

for house hunting prior to departing the last unit.


Temporary Lodging Expense (TLE):  TLE is authorized for: 

(1).  A total of 10 days in connection with a PCS between two PDS’s (permanent duty station) in CONUS; (For example, 5 days in the vicinity of the old and 5 days in the vicinity of the new PDS or 10 days in the vicinity of either the old or new PDS, but not both).

(2).  10 days in connection with a PCS from outside CONUS to a CONUS PDS.

Temporary lodging for which TLE is authorized must, in fact, be a temporary place of residence. 

Lodgings occupied upon initial arrival at a new PCS location which are permanent type residence quarters into which a members moves his or her household goods (HHG) and continues occupancy indefinitely will not be considered temporary lodgings for TLE.  Keep receipts and declare TLE when you submit your PCS travel claim.

Before Accepting Off Base Housing:

DO...
Decide if you will or will not accept leased housing when it becomes available.

DO...
Make a thorough search of the surrounding area to find a house or an apartment suitable as to location and rent to meet your needs.

DON’T RUSH.  Do not accept a rental that you and your family will not be happy with.

Accepting an Off Base Rental:

DO...
Explain to the landlord, if you intend to accept leased housing, that you will move into government quarters when they become available.

DO...
Read lease or rental agreements thoroughly and request changes or modifications to clauses you cannot meet.  

DO...
Verify the amount of rent, ask if any of the following are included in the rent: water, electricity, gas, trash collection and cable TV service.

DO...
Be aware that most rentals require first and last months rent plus a deposit be paid 

immediately.

DO...
Ensure the facility is not subject to summer rates.

DO...
Ensure that you have written verification if security, cleaning and damage deposits, or pet fees are refundable upon termination of tenancy.

DO...
Have the landlord conduct an inspection/inventory with you at the rental premises.

DO...
Obtain a copy of everything you sign.

DON’T 
Enter into any lease or agreement you do not intend to honor.

DON’T
Accept quarters where the lease or rental agreement does not include a military release clause for a permanent change of station.

LOCAL AIRPORTS:

The nearest major airports to LEGARE are located in Norfolk and Newport News; all are located within a one-hour drive of the base. 

DIRECTIONS:

Driving / Flying into Norfolk, Virginia - There are numerous methods of transportation from the airport. The most convenient being the airport limo service. For $ 10.00 to $15.00 they will bring you to BSU Portsmouth. There is a U.S. Armed Forces personnel on duty in the Airport Information booth to assist you. They have information about all military installations in the Hampton Roads area. 

HISTORY AND FACTS ABOUT USCGC LEGARE:

Coast Guard Cutter LEGARE is named after Hugh Swinton Legare the 16th Attorney General of the United States.  Born in Charleston, South Carolina, on January 2, 1797, he graduated from the College of South Carolina in 1814.   For the next three years he studied law, then traveled in Europe, studying French in Paris, Roman law, philosophy, math and chemistry in Edinborough.  Upon his return to South Carolina in 1820, he was elected to the South Carolina State Legislature.  He served until 1822, and from 1824 to 1830 when he was elected State attorney general.  In 1832, he was Charge d'Affaires at Brussels.  Upon his return to the United States, he was elected to Congress.  He served from 1837 until 1839.  President Tyler appointed him Attorney General of the United States in 1841.  He died in Boston, Massachusetts, on June 20, 1843, while attending ceremonies at the unveiling of the Bunker Hill Monument. 

The first steam propulsion cutter to serve in the Revenue Cutter Service was named LEGARE.  Equipped with the then new experimental Ericcson 6-bladed propeller (instead of the proven paddle wheel) and displacing 360 tons, this 140-foot long cutter with an iron hull could readily make nine knots. 

R. and G.L. Schuyler of New York built LEGARE in 1843.  It was placed in service May 1844 under the command of Captain H. B.  Nones, a well-known officer who also carried the Revenue Cutter FORWARD heroically into action in several Mexican War battles. 

In May 1846, LEGARE, one of eleven revenue cutters assigned to cooperate with the Army and Navy during the Mexican War, was used as a dispatch boat.  It assisted in towing, blockading, and transporting 

troops and ammunition to various ports in the Gulf of Mexico.  During this period the LEGARE remained under the jurisdiction of the Treasury Department.  In 1847 it was transferred to the Coast Survey. 

The second LEGARE, a patrol craft of the 125-foot class, was designed to enforce Prohibition.  Built by the American Brown Boveri Electrical Corporation of Camden, New Jersey, and commissioned on March 17, 1927, it patrolled out of New London, Connecticut.  In 1929, the LEGARE pursued and seized a rumrunner, the Flor Del Mar, which was promptly abandoned by its crew.  The forsaken schooner was then towed to New London.  The LEGARE also conducted countless rescues during its service career while patrolling the Gulf Coast. 

On November 1, 1941, in accordance with an Executive Order, LEGARE began to operate as part of the U. S. Navy.  Operating in inland and East Coast waters, it tended lighthouses, buoys, and other navigational aids while serving on patrol and rescue duty.  During World War II, while stationed at Norfolk, Virginia, it hunted enemy submarines in the Atlantic and the Caribbean Sea.  On March 10, 1942, LEGARE was informed that contact had been made with a German submarine eight miles south of Hatteras.  It immediately proceeded to the area, made contact, attacked, and deployed all eight depth charges on board.  Oil, debris, and air bubbles surfaced, but verification of a hit was not confirmed, even though captured documents were examined following the war's conclusion. 

LEGARE was then transferred to patrol and convoy escort duty under the Caribbean Sea Frontier Command, and served valiantly in the area until the end of hostilities.  Executive Order returned the LEGARE to the Treasury Department on January 1, 1946 and it served as a rescue vessel and buoy tender for many years.  LEGARE was redesignated WMEC-144 in 1966 and served our country with honor until 1968. 

PRESENT DAY LEGARE

USCGC LEGARE is a 270-foot medium endurance cutter, the twelfth of thirteen "Famous Class" cutters, all of which are located on the East Coast of the United States.  LEGARE's keel was laid on July 11, 1986, at Derecktor Shipyard in Middletown, Rhode Island.  LEGARE was delivered to the U.S. Coast Guard on December 1, 1989, and formally commissioned in its homeport of Portsmouth, Virginia, on August 4, 1990; the 200th birthday of the U.S. Coast Guard.  LEGARE is outfitted with a 20-foot motorized high-speed rescue/law enforcement boat, a 26-foot motor surf/rescue boat, and a flight deck and crew accommodations to land, service, and launch U.S. Coast Guard HH-65/HH-60 helicopters.  In addition, LEGARE is armed with two .50 caliber machine guns and one MK75 76MM surface/air gun.  LEGARE has a total crew of 97 people, including 14 commissioned officers, 2 chief warrant officers, 8 chief petty officers, and 73 enlisted crewmembers.

Under the operational control of Commander, Coast Guard Atlantic Area located at Portsmouth, Va., Cutter LEGARE is at sea approximately 185 days a year.  During a typical 65-day patrol, LEGARE is capable of performing a variety of the U.S. Coast Guard's missions.  LEGARE's primary areas of operation are in the Atlantic Ocean, the Caribbean Sea, and the Gulf of Mexico.  

The versatility of Coast Guard cutters such as LEGARE, with the ability to perform many different missions, provides this nation a very cost effective and non-redundant armed service.  This is a capability associated only with the U.S. Coast Guard; gainfully employed in peacetime and ready for immediate service in a national defense role.

Since commissioning, LEGARE has received much recognition for her involvement in a broad range of operations.  During late 1991 through mid-1992, LEGARE was involved in the massive Coast Guard effort to rescue over 38,000 Haitian migrants fleeing that country in unseaworthy boats.  From 1993 to mid-1994, LEGARE rescued over 2000 Haitians and assisted in the response of mass exodus of Cubans fleeing their country to the U.S.  In late 1994, LEGARE made two narcotics interdictions totaling over 1200 pounds of cocaine and 1900 pounds of marijuana.

In 1995, LEGARE participated in Coincidental Naval Operations with the Mexican Navy during Operation Friendly Force.  In 1996, LEGARE participated in New York City’s Fleet Week, which honored the Naval Survivors of the U.S., U.K., and Mexican Navies.  In 1997, LEGARE operated in the Baltic and Mediterranean Seas, participating in the Partnership for Peace and NATO exercises while conducting professional exchanges with 18 European and African nations.  In 1999, LEGARE’s constant high performance resulted in her selection to once again represent the Coast Guard at Fleet Week New York.

In 2000, LEGARE provided food and medical assistance to the SARAH NOBLE, a sailing vessel disabled off the coast of Grenada.  During May, LEGARE participated in a search and rescue case involving 300 Haitian migrants stranded on Flamingo Key, Bahamas.  LEGARE’s boarding team provided critical on scene medical assistance to the migrants and was featured on CNN International as a result of the rescue.  LEGARE also participated in OPSAIL 2000, providing security for the sail of ships transiting to the Hampton Roads port of Norfolk.  In November, LEGARE worked in conjunction with the USCGC KODIAK ISLAND to intercept a go-fast configured for drug smuggling. The three crewmembers were arrested and the vessel was seized by customs.

In 2001, LEGARE acted as the Task Unit Commander during Operation Monitor, providing escort to Cuban Americans who launched fireworks and leaflets in close vicinity of Cuban territorial sea. During the deployment, LEGARE conducted its 3000th helicopter landing on its flight deck. In the summer of 2001, LEGARE operated in the Baltic and Mediterranean Seas, participating in professional exchanges with eight European and African nations.  In November of 2001, LEGARE rescued over 350 Haitian migrants and ensured their safe return to Haiti.

In 2002, LEGARE participated in counter narcotic interdiction operations in the Caribbean Sea, working with the Joint Inter-Agency Task Force (JIATF) East to deny the entry of illegal narcotics into the United States. 

In 2004, LEGARE participated in a UNITAS patrol off the western coast of Peru.  LEGARE, along with Foreign Coast Guards from Ecuador, Peru, and Chile, spent two weeks participating in joint exercises to help strengthen international ties by cooperating in maritime safety and security procedures.  Upon completing the successful UNITAS exercise, LEGARE steamed up the Pacific Coast of South America en route to Cristobal, Panama, to participate in PANAMAX 2004 exercises.  LEGARE along with USS CROMMELIN and naval vessels from Chile, Argentina, Colombia, the Dominican Republic, Honduras, Panama, and Peru, spent the week in a realistic scenario defending the Panama Canal against mock terrorist vessels.

In 2005, LEGARE has participated in three JIATF-South patrols in the Caribbean Sea performing law enforcement missions.   During these patrols, LEGARE disrupted a refueling platform for go-fasts, deterred illegal migrant smugglers, and conducted combined law enforcement operations with the French, British, and Dutch naval forces to deter drug smuggling to Europe and the United States.

On August 3, 2005, LEGARE, with help from an armed HITRON helicopter, intercepted a drug smuggling Go-Fast vessel off the coast of Colombia.  LEGARE coordinated the interdiction effort which resulted in the seizure of 525 kilograms of cocaine and the detainment of four narco-terrorists.  LEGARE’s crew continues to work hard to fulfill the cutter’s motto "FACTA NON VERBA" - deeds not words.
