Plan on remaining at the unit until the end of the work day in order to complete the check in process during your first 10 days.  Barracks arrangements for single members should be made prior to arrival.  Your first two weeks will be full of meeting key unit personnel, completing your communications watch qualification, completing GMT, and getting acquainted with unit operations.  Leave and liberty is typically restricted until completion of the communications watch and boat crew qualifications.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Station Cape May is an immediate response unit, which means we operate much like that of a fire house.  The boat crews are ready around the clock, day or night, to respond to the mariner in distress, as well as law enforcement missions and reports of pollution.  We’re responsible for nearly 1,300 square nautical miles that extend from Corson’s Inlet, NJ to Cape May, to Ship John Shoal in Delaware Bay, to Cape Henlopen, DE.  Our primary missions include SAR, law enforcement, and port, waterways, and coastal security.  Once you report aboard, you will be expected to 
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qualify as Communications Watch Stander, Boat Crew, and Law Enforcement Boarding Team Member/Boarding Officer.  Personnel other than BM3 and above, displaying a high degree of motivation can also pursue a coxswain qualification upon certification of the basic requirements.  Currently, we are on a port and starboard rotation (48 hours on and 48 hours off).  During the winter months, with sufficient numbers of qualified personnel, three section duty is a possibility.  There are many opportunities to get involved in the local community, as there are many local churches and sporting clubs, as well as civic organizations in the area.  The best advice we can give you is to show up ready to learn and work, with a good attitude, and proper military bearing.
