Unit's Missions:


CHINCOTEAGUE’s missions include Homeland Security, Maritime Law Enforcement (especially migrant and drug interdiction), Search and Rescue, Recreational Boating Safety, Marine

Environmental Response, and Living Marine Resources Protection.

Typical SA/SN Job Assignment:

Seamen are assigned to the Deck Department where they work on the maintenance and operation of the Cutter’s small boat, survival equipment, hull, and other deck gear.  In addition to their normal duties and watches, Seamen also qualify as Small Boat Crewmember and Boarding Team Member.

Typical FA/FN Job Assignment:


Firemen are assigned to the Engineering Department, where they maintain the Cutter’s main diesel engines, ship’s service diesel generators and auxiliary systems.  In addition to their normal duties and watches, Firemen also qualify as Small Boat Engineer and Boarding Team Member.

Inport Watch Type and Duty Rotation for SA/SN and FA/FN:


Inport, non-rates qualify as Inport Engineer of the Watch (EOW).  The Inport EOW is primarily responsible for assisting the Officer of the Deck with security and damage control onboard the ship after work hours.  The rotation is one-in-three until qualified.  The qualified EOW typically stands one day of duty every four to six days, depending on the number of qualified EOWs.  Currently, CHINCOTEAGUE and the rest of the San Juan 110’s are working towards transitioning to a one man watch rotation.  This should augment import watch rotations significantly.  Once qualified, in a one man watch rotation, members can expect to stand a day of duty every 10 days.  

Underway Watch Type and Duty Rotation for SA/SN:


Seamen qualify as Quartermaster of the Watch (QMOW) underway.  The QMOW is responsible for assisting the Officer of the Deck with safe navigation of the Cutter and communications, while maintaining the ship’s logs.  The rotation is one-in-three until qualified.  The qualified duty rotation is typically one watch out of every three or four.  Additionally, most non-rates will be trained as migrant security watchstanders.  These personnel provide security on deck when migrants are interdicted.

Underway Watch Type and Duty Rotation for FA/FN


Firemen qualify as Underway EOW.  They are responsible for the safe operation of the machinery and engineering systems.  The rotation is one-in-three until qualified.  The qualified duty rotation is typically one watch out of every three or four.  Additionally, most non-rates will be trained as migrant security watchstanders.  These personnel provide security on deck when migrants are interdicted.

Special Procedures for Reporting After Hours:


Report to Cutter and check in with OOD.  The duty section mans the Cutter 24 hours per day.
