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Unit’s Missions: MSSTs are rapidly deployable units, organized for short-term operations in support of Coast Guard District, Group Commander, Captain of the Port (COTP), Naval Coastal Warfare (NCW), or Joint Task Force (JTF) command structures.  MSSTs are comprised of two deployable teams (DETs), a Planning Section, & a Support Section.  DETs can be deployed within 6 hours of formal notification and are capable of establishing port security operations within 4 hours of arrival at their destination.  Overall, the MSST will deploy and be on scene within 12 hours anywhere in the nation.  
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The MSST provides up to six small boats as a force multiplier for waterborne security and security/LE teams for shore side point defense force protection for strategic shipping and critical port facilities in response to credible threat intelligence or a planned event.  MSSTs will deploy.  The team is equipped with trailerable small boats, and shore based logistical capabilities, to support local commands with Anti-Terrorist/Force Protection (AT/FP) and Maritime Law Enforcement (MLE) augmentation for regional deployments.
