[image: ]     Congratulations on your assignment to Coast Guard Station Port Canaveral, FL, one of the finest and most unique multi-mission stations in the Coast Guard.
     Station Port Canaveral’s area of operations is within the Seventh District and Sector Jacksonville. Our area of responsibility encompasses 45 miles of coastline, out to 30 nautical miles near the Kennedy Space Center, Cocoa Beach and historic Cape Canaveral, as well as Banana and Indian Rivers. In addition to our normal duties of Search and Rescue, Law Enforcement, Homeland Security and Marine Environment Protection, we support NASA and the Air Force by providing security zone enforcement for the space shuttle and unmanned rocket launches.  Port Canaveral is also the second largest cruise ship port in the world (per passenger) and the station is an integral part of security for the local cruise industry. The station is equipped with one 45FT RB-M, three 25FT RBS, and three 24FT SPC-SW. Also home ported at Coast Guard Station Port Canaveral are the USCGC VIGILANT, CONFIDENCE, and SHRIKE as well as Marine Safety Detachment Port Canaveral and Electronic Support Detachment Port Canaveral.
     The surrounding area is known as the Space Coast. The local area is well known for its beaches, surfing, sport fishing and other water activities. Located in nearby are Disney World, Universal Studios and Sea World. Historic St. Augustine, Tampa, Miami and Jacksonville are only a couple hours away. Medical, Commissary, Exchange and family/moral support functions are available at Patrick Air Force Base, located approximately 15 miles south of Port Canaveral.
     The majority of married members elect to live at Patrick Air Force Base which has excellent housing, but you may elect to live on the economy. The station maintains temporary quarters for single members until off-base housing is located. Married members may utilize temporary lodging at PAFB or use commercial facilities. You will find housing costs are very reasonable and rentals are available. The most expensive areas are Cocoa Beach, Merritt Island and Satellite Beach.
