Typical FA/FN job assignment: boat crewman on 64’ANB, 26 TANB, and 20’ UTL. Daily duties include engineer check-offs, some painting and sanding, clean-ups and working on your qualifications.  When u/w you will work buoys, operate the crane and inspect lighted beacons.
