TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT –. Deck Maintenance, Inport/Underway Bridge Watchstander, Boarding Team Member, Boat Crewman, Basic and Advanced Shipboard Damage Control Qualifications.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT –. Engineering Maintenance, Inport/Underway Engineroom Watchstander, Boarding Team Member, Boat Crewman, Basic and Advanced Shipboard Damage Control Qualifications.

Until new shipmates are qualified inport, they will typically be in a 24 hour duty day once every three days (1 in 3).

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS – Regular work hours in port typically end at 1300 daily Monday through Friday.  After hours, report to the Officer of the Day located in the ship’s pilot house.

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE (IN CUBIC FEET)  -  

ZEPHYR is a small cutter (179ft) and extremely limited on personal space.  Each crewmember is assigned a rack (bunk) approximately 3.5 ft wide and 6 ft in length.  THEY ARE NOT COFFIN TYPE RACKS!  Each crewmember is assigned one stand-up locker approximately 1ft wide, 2 ft deep, 6ft high.  It is sufficient enough to hold the contents of your issued sea bag and a limited amount of civilian clothing.

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	History: USCGC ZEPHYR (WPC 8) was transferred from the U.S. Navy to the U.S. Coast Guard in September 2004 and commissioned as a Coast Guard Cutter in October 2004 in Coronado, California.   ZEPHYR shifted homeport in August 2008, to Pascagoula, Mississippi. 

ZEPHYR was the eighth Cyclone-class Patrol Coastal built by Bollinger Shipyard of Lockport, Louisiana for the U.S. Navy to support Naval Special Operations. The Patrol Coastals are based, in part, on the Vosper-Thornycroft ‘Ramadan’ class and are named for weather phenomena.  A ZEPHYR is gentle breeze from the west.

ZEPHYR is homeported at the former Naval Station Pascagoula in Pascagoula, Mississippi along with Coast Guard cutters DECISIVE (WMEC 629), SHAMAL (WPC 13) and TORNADO (WPC 14).
