CONTACT AS SOON AS POSSIBLE, SO THAT YOU CAN BE POINTED IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION TO GET THE BEST QUALITY OF LIFE FOR YOUR HOUSING DOLLAR. 

All members reporting to units or currently stationed and residing in government quarters within the PACAREA Theatre are required to obtain a release from mandatory assignment to government quarters prior to receiving Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH <http://www.defensetravel.dod.mil/perdiem/bah.html> ). A release is required before members may rent, lease, or purchase community housing. Failure to obtain a release from mandatory assignment to government housing will result in the forfeiture of BAH until all government owned housing in the local commuting area exceeds 95% occupancy.

Moving/Travel Claims: www.move.mil – This is the Defense Personal Property Program’s (D3P) website for arranging your household goods move. Also, attached is the checklist for a member who is doing a self move – read it carefully! Failure to do so may result in unnecessary out-of-pocket costs for you and your family! Empty weight ticket(s) should cite member’s name, employee ID or SSN and signature of weight master. Per ALCOAST 365/10: Empty weight ticket(s) for PPM must be obtained from the place of origin.

Vehicle Registration and License Information: Nonresident military personnel are exempt from paying licensing fees on vehicles registered under their name. More information on vehicle requirements for California here.

Firearms Information: Firearms laws and information for new California residents, including military personnel: http://ag.ca.gov/firearms/ab991.php. A “New Resident Handgun Ownership Report” for handguns must be submitted to the Department of Justice, along with a $19.00 fee. 


Ombudsman Contact Info:  Go to www.cgombudsmanregistry.org and click on "Contact Your Ombudsman" at the bottom of the page to reach out to your new unit Ombudsman. Also, please complete the Family Check-In Form here so that your Ombudsman has your family contact info – this is vital for emergencies, and extremely valuable for family members who want to hear about resource information. Too many spouses are unaware of programs, services, and resources available because they are never connected to their Ombudsman!

Tricare/Medical:
The TRICARE contract provider for Nevada is United HealthCare. You can search for a Military Treatment Facility or find a list of approved Tricare network providers by going to https://www.uhcmilitarywest.com/FindAProvider/ entering your location, zip code, or the nearest military installation. In certain cases, you may be released from the MTF to see your own Primary Care Manager out in town. Release from the MTF is based entirely on its capacity at the time you transfer.

Recreation Information:

Navy Region Southwest covers all of District 11 South, including California, Nevada, and Arizona. There are different websites linked from this main page for China Lake, Fallon, Ventura County, Lemoore, and Seal Beach.
MWR Ticket Prices: MWR’s on-base ticket offices sell discounted tickets for movies, events, attractions, theme parks, and more! Go to www.mwrtoday.com and click on the Tickets tab.
Childcare Information: Childcare requests must be submitted through the centralized Military Childcare system at www.militarychildcare.com. There is a Child Development Center at Nellis Air Force Base – more info here. Be aware that the wait list can be extremely long, especially if you have an infant or are inflexible on which CDCs you will accept.

An alternative to the military childcare system is the use of the USCG Childcare Subsidy, which is based on family income. You must find your own provider and supply the provider’s license information to GSA as part of your application, along with financial documents (Earning Statement, tax return info, etc). More info can be found at the GSA’s subsidy website.

To find a licensed provider, go to http://www.childcareaware.org/ or http://www.naccrra.org/  - Type in your zip code, answer a few questions, and the contact info for your local child care referral agency (keep this info for when you transfer - it's good all over the country) will appear.
