PURPOSE. The purpose of this instruction is to publish:

a. Energy conservation goals.

b. Building temperature standards.

c. Duties and designation of the Energy Conservation and Management Officer.

d. Duties of Building Managers for buildings that have HVAC systems. 

2.  ACTION.
a.  Energy Conservation and Management Officer is a collateral duty of the Facilities Engineering Officer, who shall perform the duties listed in enclosure (1).

b.  Division Chiefs and Commanding Officers of Tenant Units shall:

(1)
Ensure all spaces within their area of responsibility comply with the temperature standards.

(2) Monitor usage of energy and promote conservation.

(3) Ensure the Building Manager in each building under his or her responsibility is also the designated building Energy Monitor.

(4) Ensure that no person tampers with devices designated to achieve energy savings without the approval of the Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth Facilities Engineering Officer (FEO).

c.  Building Manager shall:

(1) (1)
Frequently visit all spaces within their assigned building(s) to check temperature setting
 and to ensure temperatures comply with standards.  

(2)
Ensure the building occupants secure HVAC units if possible and lighting when they vacate the building.

(3) Report loss of heating, cooling, or electricity to Facilities Engineering via the Work Order Reception Desk by calling 483-8500. 

(4) Submit energy conservation retrofit projects on a work order via the appropriate Division Chief or tenant Executive Officer to the Facilities Engineer. 

d.  Facilities Engineering Shop Personnel shall:

(1)
Ensure that proper temperature standards are maintained in all buildings by making random checks of various spaces when executing routine work orders.

(2)
Set all energy saving devices to conform to temperature standards.

3.  DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  CG ISC PORTSVA INST 4100.1E is canceled.

4.  DEFINITIONS AND CONCEPTS.  

a. Energy Conservation.  Measures which reduce waste while maintaining operation of capabilities without significant negative impact on comfort.

b. HVAC.  Heating, ventilation and air conditioning.

c. Domestic Hot Water.  Potable water intended for personal hygiene or general cleaning.

d. Cooling Season.  Period when HVAC system is operated to lower building temperatures.

e. Heating Season.  Period when HVAC system is operated to raise building temperatures.

5.  DISCUSSION. 

a.
The energy conservation and efficiency requirements of the Energy Policy Act of 1992 directed energy reduction goals.  Executive Order 12902 is to reduce energy consumption in federal buildings by 30% by FY 2005.

The Commandant has directed in reference (a) that there shall be building space air temperature standards for Coast Guard shore activities.  Any increased use of energy to raise or lower temperatures in buildings beyond what is specified in the following standards is prohibited.  Tampering with devices specifically designed to save energy is prohibited unless expressly exempted by the ISC Facilities Engineering Officer.  The space temperature standards are as follows:

ENERGY MANAGEMENT AND CONSERVATION OFFICER DUTIES

1.   Ensure that all utility systems are operated and maintained in the most energy-efficient      

      manner.

2. Identify, program, budget, and accomplish energy saving retrofit projects on existing 

buildings to meet the Coast Guard energy reduction goals.

3. Submit recommendations to consolidate space and facilities where feasible and secure or 

      demolish excess spaces.

4. Ensure all HVAC and hot water systems are operated within the temperature standards.

5. Develop a program which will:

a. Promote individual awareness of energy conservation and responsibilities.

b. Monitor actual consumption using installed meters on buildings, piers, wharfs, and 

industrial equipment.
c.   Promote accountability for energy consumption.
