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CG Integrated Support Command Portsmouth Instruction 11400.3C
Subj:  CRANE SERVICES
1. PURPOSE.  The purpose of this instruction is to provide guidance for crane operations on board Coast Guard Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth.  Because of pier load limits, the scheduling of crane services requires verification that they can be operated in accordance with these restrictions.

2. ACTION. 

a. Commanding Officers/Officers-in-Charge of tenant commands and ISC Division Officers shall ensure that all appropriate personnel in their organization are aware of and comply with this instruction.

b. The Facilities Engineer shall manage overall compliance with this instruction.

c. The Port Services Branch shall ensure that Commanding Officers of visiting vessels that require crane service are familiar with and comply with this instruction.

d. The Security Officer shall control the entrance of cranes to ISC Portsmouth.

3. DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  CG ISC PORTSVA INST 11400.3B is hereby cancelled.

4. DISCUSSION.  

a. The North and South Piers are limited to a uniform live load of 550-pounds/square foot (PSF) and an allowed concentrated point load of 44,000 pounds with a 2’ x 2’ x 4 ¼” outrigger pad.
b. Because ISC Portsmouth's North and South piers were not designed for industrial loading, some work requiring crane service cannot be permitted on the piers.

5. PROCEDURES. The following procedures will be followed to allow commercial cranes access to ISC Portsmouth:  

a. Clearance shall be obtained from Security, extension 8586.  The contractor's name, crane identification and work locations are required.

b. Anyone using commercial crane service should require the following information prior to allowing the commercial crane on the pier:

c.
A rigging and lifting plan.  This plan shall be prepared by the contractor and shall show the configuration of the crane and shall indicate maximum loading at all points on the pier.  This plan shall be submitted to the Facilities Manager along with the calculations for review prior to the crane being allowed on the pier. 

6. RESPONSIBILITIES.  This instruction applies to all personnel assigned or attached to ISC Portsmouth, tenant organizations, visiting vessels and contractors performing work on the ISC.  All contracts requiring crane service shall include the pier restrictions and requirements in paragraph 4 in the contract package.  The term "Integrated Support Command” used in the context of this instruction shall refer to all organizations located at this facility as noted above.

7. ENVIRONMENTAL ASPECT AND IMPACT CONSIDERATIONS.  Environmental considerations were examined in the development of this instruction and have been determined to be not applicable.
