Welcome to the MSF Basic Rider Course (BRC) or Experienced Rider Course (BRC II) at CG Base Portsmouth, 4000 Coast Guard Drive, Portsmouth, VA 23704.  In accordance with ALCOAST 561/10, this course is open to Active, Reserve, Auxiliary, Retired members and their dependents which have access to military facilities. This course is also open to Federal Civilian Employees. There is no cost to attend this training 
Class schedule: BRC: 0800-1600 on a Thu/Fri; BRC II: 0800-1600 on a Fri. Rain or shine. 
Location: Motorcycle Safety Range/parking lot in front of the Ritticher (ADMIN) Bldg.
Cancellation Policy: You may request to cancel enrollment up to 72 hours out from start date.
End time will depend on all members completing required tasks.  1600 is an estimated end time. In order to pass this course you must pass the MSF written exam as well as the riding exam on the MSF range. Class will not be cancelled if it is raining.  If inclement weather makes it hazardous to complete range exercises a decision will be made by the Rider Coach to postpone or cancel sessions.

You will need to bring: Your motorcycle, with current registered license plate, motorcycle driver license endorsement or temporary permit, and proper identification.
Personal Protective Equipment requirements: 

Per CIM 5400.47, Ch. 10.I.9.g, course attendees shall wear:

(1) A DOT- or Snell-approved motorcycle helmet properly fastened under the chin. “Novelty” helmets are prohibited. 

(2) Properly worn eye protection devices, which are defined as impact or shatter resistant glasses, goggles or full-face shield attached to helmet. A windshield or fairing is not considered to be proper eye protection. Dark lenses should not be used at night.

(3) Over the ankle, sturdy footwear.

(4) Full-fingered gloves.

(5) Long-legged trousers.

(6) Long-sleeved shirt or jacket.

(7) For off-road riding, PPE that is appropriate for the sport or activity, including additional padding and guarding.

Logistics:

Prepare to fund your own meals. Lunch is a 1-hour period. Meals are available in the Base Galley, Wheelhouse Club or small items available at the exchange.  An ATM is available on the base. If you are from outside the local area, you also will fund and arrange your own berthing arrangements.

You need to coordinate with your chain of command to get time out of the office to complete this course.  This course is a CG requirement in order to be issued a CG decal for a motorcycle and to be able to ride on CG/DOD facilities/bases, therefore is not considered “personal time” e.g. you should not need to use leave.
A list of course attendees will be provided to Base Portsmouth Security.  You will need to provide a photo ID to the gate guard and tell them you are attending the motorcycle course to gain access to the base.  You are granted gate entry access to bring your motorcycle with no CG/DoD registered decal. Access means to-and-from the course.
