EXERCISE 37 

SUBJECT:  After-hours Dental Emergencies

PURPOSE:  This exercise is intended to acquaint watchstanders with policies and procedures regarding after-hours dental emergencies.

BACKGROUND:  After-hours dental emergencies are fairly common episodes within the relatively young Coast Guard active duty population.  Orofacial trauma and ineffective oral hygiene  contribute to the relatively high incidence of dental emergencies in this otherwise healthy population.

DISCUSSION:  Many Coast Guard Clinics are available to active duty members, their dependents, and retirees for after-hours emergency dental treatment.  Family Member Dental Plan enrollees are permitted to receive emergency dental treatment in Military Treatment Facilities.  With the reduction in the dental curriculum in HS "A" School, supplemental training of watchstanders in the management of after-hours dental emergencies is warranted.  

ACTION:  Enclosure (1) is a sample algorithm which may be used, whole or in part, as a component of the clinic SOP to address the issue of after-hours dental emergencies.
