Responsible for developing, coordinating, reviewing & 
implementing the policies, procedure & standards for 
Aviation Safety Program
Shall monitor & evaluate unit program implementation
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Chapter 2- Aviation Safety Program

Safety Commitment
Must be integral part of all CG aviation activities
Must be pervasive, supported by aviation leadership
Must originate at HQ, follow chain-of-command to 
individuals at units
Each level SHALL amplify and enforce rules & standards
