UNIT’s MISSIONS:  PSU 301 was commissioned August 20, 2005, to support the U.S. Coast Guard’s mission to provide port security and anti-terrorism force protection in support of military or humanitarian operations worldwide.  The unit is required to be air-deployable within 96 hours after recall and self-sufficient for 30 days with the exception of fresh water and fuel.
In June of 2007 the unit returned from its first deployment, a six-month tour in support of the Global War on Terrorism as part of the Joint Task Force (JTF) Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

Fifty-three members of PSU 301 arrived in Guantanamo Bay, Dec. 1, 2006, to provide Anti-Terrorism and Force Protection on the waters of Guantanamo Bay, security and transportation for distinguished visitors, and security for other JTF Guantanamo Bay operations.
Coast Guard port security units are staffed primarily with Coast Guard Reserve members.  Upon assignment to a PSU, members are required to complete intensive training in tactical combat skills, similar to those used by the Army and Marine Corps.

All of the Coast Guard’s port security units are prepared to deploy within 96 hours of notification and to be fully operational within 24 hours after arrival.  Their primary mission is to provide waterborne and limited land-based protection for shipping and critical port facilities both in the United States and overseas.
