While Staten Island is one of the five boroughs of New York City it is approximately 6 miles from downtown Manhattan as a crow flies.  However, it is close to twelve miles by car.  Brooklyn is approximately three miles from Station New York and Newark, NJ is approximately fifteen miles from Station New York.

Nearest Military Facility:


Fort Hamilton is approximately three miles from Station New York.
Nearest Exchange and Commissary:



CG Sector New York houses a small but useful exchange located one mile from Station New York.  Fort Hamilton houses an expansive exchange and commissary.

Area of Responsibility:


Station New York is located just north of Fort Wadsworth on Staten Island. Station New York’s AOR is from the following boundaries; south on the Arthur Kills to Outerbridge Crossing, north on the Hudson River to Whitehall, New York (approximately 60 miles north of Albany), north on the East River to the Triborough Bridge, and north of a line drawn from Rockaway Inlet Breakwater Light 4 (LLNR 34220) and Crooks Point at Great Kills Harbor on Staten Island.
Ratings at Station New York:


Boatswains Mate, Maritime Enforcement Specialist, Gunners Mate, Machinery Technician, Store Keeper, Yeoman, and Food Service Specialist.
Continuing Education:


Station NY has partnered with State University of NY, Empire State College and hosts a satellite campus on the messdeck in the evenings.  Topics are core curriculum requirements and are transferable to other programs.  There are many local universities and colleges in the NYC area along with many vocational schools.  Station NY makes the process of going to college as easy and accommodating as possible.
Meals Available:


Station NY receives 3 meals daily brought from the SECTOR NY galley.  Although not prepared on site, it is the same meal as in the nearby galley.  Members sign up in advance for meals daily.
Housing:


Single E-4 and below members are required to live in the UPH until he or she is fully qualified.

Members with dependants will most likely live in government owned housing, which is one of the finest in the Coast Guard.  Members wishing to live on the economy rather than housing must submit a housing release form.
