AS A NEW MEMBER TO COAST GUARD STATION POINT ALLERTON, PAST HOME OF JOSHUA JAMES, YOU WILL HAVE A NUMEROUS AMOUNT OF IMPORTANT QUALIFICATIONS TO FULFILL AND MAINTAIN THROUGHOUT YOUR TIME HERE.  YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO LEARN AND BECOME PROFICIENT AT ALL THE TASKS AND RESPONSIBILITIES THAT ARE PLACED UPON YOU IN A TIMELY MANNER.  DURING THIS FAMILIARIZATION PROCESS YOU WILL BE TAKING IN LARGE AMOUNTS OF INFORMATION, DO NOT LET THIS OVERWHELM YOU.  BREAKING THESE TASKS DOWN INTO A STEP BY STEP PROCESS WILL SIMPLIFY THIS HECTIC PERIOD OF TIME.  THE UNIT AS A WHOLE WILL BE ABLE AND WILLING TO HELP YOU DURING YOUR QUALIFICATION PROCESS, DO NOT BE AFRAID TO ASK QUESTIONS.
UPON ARRIVING, THE FOLLOWING QUALIFICATIONS WILL NEED TO BE OBTAINED: 
1) COMMUNICATION WATCH STANDER – 14 DAYS TO QUALIFY
2) BOAT CREWMAN – 47’ MOTOR LIFE BOAT – 03 MONTHS TO QUALIFY
AFTER QUALIFIYING ON THE 47’ MOTOR LIFE BOAT, YOU WILL HAVE 01 MONTHS TO QUALIFY ON EACH PERSPECTIVE PLATFORM  AS 25’ RBS BOAT CREWMAN,  47’ MOTOR LIFE BOAT ENGINEER,  AND BOARDING TEAM MEMBER. THE ORDER OF THESE QUALIFICATIONS IS DETERMINED BY YOUR ROLE AS A FIREMAN OR SEAMAN.  LATER TACTICAL CREW QUALIFICATIONS WILL BE OBTAINED.
THIS FAMILIARIZATION PROCESS WILL PASS QUICKLY, BE FULL OF INFORMATION, AND ALLOW YOU TO EXPAND YOUR SKILLS AS A NEW COAST GUARD MEMBER.  NOT ONLY WILL THIS HARD WORK BE REWARDING, BUT YOU WILL BE ABLE TO EXPERIENCE THE MANY DIFFERENT ATTRACTIONS BORDERING THE BOSTON AREA.  BOSTON IS ONLY 45 MINUTES AWAY FROM THE STATION ALONG WITH OTHER SURROUNDING AREAS THAT OFFER APPEALING ENTERTAINMENT:
1) SPORTS TEAMS – BOSTON CELTICS, BRUINS, RED SOX, AND THE NEW ENGLAND PATRIOTS.
2) HISTORY – THE FREEDOM TRAIL (WHERE YOU CAN WALK PAUL REVERE’S MIDNIGHT RIDE), SALEM (YOU CAN EXPLORE THE SALEM WITCH TRIALS), AND PLYMOUTH (THE SITE OF PLYMOUTH ROCK CAN BE DISCOVERED).
3) OTHER SITES:  MUSEUM OF FINE ARTS IN BOSTON,  NEW ENGLAND AQUARIUM IN BOSTON, CAPE COD, NANTASKET BEACH (ONLY 10 MINUTES FROM THE STATION), AND MANY OTHER EASILY ACCESIBLE  ATTRACTIONS IN THE AREA.
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
