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Welcome to Station Point Judith

Welcome aboard to Station Point Judith located in Narragansett, Rhode Island.

Congratulations on your assignment to Coast Guard Station Point Judith, located in Narragansett, Rhode Island. Rhode Island is the 13th state of the Union, also known as the “Ocean State”.  Point Judith has often been referred to as the “Cape Hatteras of New England”.  The treacherous waters and rocky shoreline were the scene of many shipwrecks in the 19th century. In an effort to protect mariners, Point Judith Light was established in 1810 by William Ellery, a signer of the Declaration of Independence. 
The Unit’s AOR is approximately 70 miles of coast, included in the AOR is Block Island which is a seasonal Station Small and operates directly under Station Point Judith’s command.  The SAR season starts in May and runs to the end of October.  We execute approximately a hundred seventy search and rescue cases a year.  Currently our boat compliment consist of a 47’ MLB, a 27’ Safe boat, and a 25’ RB-S.  Point Judith has thirty active duty members and nineteen reserves attached.  

The Station is unique in that the boats and boat house is located three miles away from the main station in a town named Galilee.    

Enclosed with this letter are links to key military installations, as well as points of interest and housing sites.  These items may help you with some general questions you may have 
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about the area.  Station Point Judith has limited housing.  BAH is authorized and highly recommended.
The nearest major city is Providence.  Approximately forty-five minutes north of Point Judith.
