Station Woods Hole is located in Woods Hole, MA. Woods Hole is a village which falls under the town of Falmouth, and it occupies a peninsula at the southwestern most tip of Cape Cod. There is not a lot to keep someone occupied in Woods Hole itself, and as property values are absurdly high, you will almost certainly not be living anywhere near the waterfront. This means commuting, and the drive to work is scenic, if a bit slow during the summer months. Cape Cod as a whole is a seasonal area, and the population explodes in late spring and early summer, both because of tourist traffic and "snowbirds" (seasonal residents). During the summer months you will be very busy, as recreational boarding’s (everything from center consoles to private yachts) dominate the workload, and summer is also considered the SAR season, because it is when the majority of the station's SAR cases occur, mostly due to seasonal boater inexperience and a huge jump in vessel traffic. The station has relatively few SAR cases compared to other stations, but we more than make up for it in terms of our PWCS (Port, Waterway, and Coastal Security) missions. As ONE OF the only Level one PWCS StationS on Cape Cod, we conduct both moving and stationary security zones around high value assets in our area, usually ferries, ferry terminals and cruise ships, year round. This, combined with our summer rec boarding’s and a shift to fisheries boarding’s in the colder months, result in a crew with ample and well rounded Law Enforcement experience. This is definitely a good unit for anyone with an interest in LE, as all members (including non-rates) are required to qualify as Boarding Team Memebers, Boarding Officers, Tactical Boat Crew Memebers, and Tactical Coxswains. A majority of your time will be spent working on qualifications, including Radio Watchstander, Boat Crew Member, Small Boat Engineer, Coxswain, OOD, and the above mentioned LE quals. Qualifications are challenging, but the entire crew is dedicated to helping our new members succeed. You will find a wealth of knowledge in our crew in the areas of seamanship, engineering, and LE. Our command is also dedicated to each member's advancement opportunities. All in all, we are a small, close knit group which acts more like a family than a group of coworkers.
