It is very important that new recruits have a driver’s license and vehicle for transportation since housing is off base.  You do not have to arrive with a vehicle but it will be easier and improve your quality of life in this remote area.  We can work out rides or a carpool for the member until the member purchases a vehicle.  
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Due to the job description for working Aids to Navigation, members may be required to climb structures that extend 100FT in height.

When reporting aboard ANT HUMBOLDT BAY, everyone’s very eager to help make your check-in go as smoothly as possible. As a non-rate, you will receive training to qualify as an Aid to Navigation (AtoN) Technician which will have you going out into the field working on many different types of AtoN, including classical Lighthouses and Sound Signals. On a normal workday, you will be conducting maintenance of our buildings and vehicles.  You will also qualify as a small boat crewman onboard our 26FT Trailerable AtoN Boat (TANB). Your additional duties will include updating Nautical Charts, maintaining Rescue and Survival systems equipment, climbing gear, and maintaining AtoN equipment and tools. Also one of your primary jobs will be maintaining the upkeep and cleanliness of the building and standing OOD in the watch rotation.  ANT Humboldt Bay is active in the community and tows the boat in local parades and conducts open houses at Lighthouses.
