Station Vallejo is an inland station.  The Area Of Responsibility (AOR) includes a bay (San Pablo) and several rivers.  We have one 41’ UTB, and three RB-Ss.  We run several hundred cases a year.  Many of the cases involve groundings on the many shallow areas in the AOR.  Seagoing ships pass through the AOR on their way to the inland ports of Sacramento and Stockton.
