As a junior member aboard a patrol boat, you are tasked with many jobs and duties that carry a great deal of responsibility.  An example, is the in port crewman watch stander.  You will conduct rounds of the ship, ensuring everything is secure and nothing is abnormal.  You will be responsible for learning what actions to take in the case of an emergency, such as fire, flooding or even a crewmembers injury. 

 As a SN, you will work on becoming an underway QMOW (Quartermaster of the Watch).  You will learn endless information on navigation, seamanship, and emergency procedures.  You will be in charge of making sure the ship stays on course and in safe waters.  While in port as a SN, you will work with the deck department on things such as splicing new lines, replacing damaged fenders, painting, cleaning, etc.  You will help ensure that the exterior of the ship is well maintained not only for safety, but also for a sharp appearance. 

 As a FN, you will work on becoming an underway EOW (Engineer of the Watch).  You will become very familiar with the engine room.  You will work with all the systems on the boat such as main propulsion diesel engines, diesel generators, sewage, potable water, grey water, etc.  You will make sure the engines and generators are working properly.  You will also learn the emergency procedures for engineering casualties.  While in port, you will work with the engineering department. You will help conduct any repairs or adjustments needed on the boat that deal with those same systems.
The GALVESTON ISLAND does a lot of Escorts and Fisheries boardings.  Our missions take us to many places around the Hawaiian Islands and at times longer trips to other islands in the Pacific.  Because there are only about 16 people on the boat, there is a great amount of camaraderie among the crew.  Most crewmembers participate in the many year round sports the island has to offer, scuba diving, surfing, hiking etc.  Most conveniences found on the mainland are available here on Oahu.  Just remember that Oahu is 6 hours behind East Coast time.  Welcome Aboard!!
