UNIT’s MISSIONS:  The main mission for WALNUT is aids to navigation (ATON). This is done by servicing buoys and navigational aids in America Samoa and on the islands of Oahu, Maui, Molokai, Lanai, Kauai, and Hawaii.  WALNUT is also involved in maritime law enforcement, which it conducts boardings on fishing vessels throughout the Pacific Ocean to protect our foreign and domestic fishing resources. WALNUT responds to search and rescue missions throughout the islands for vessels in distress. Additionally, WALNUT also does international engagement by traveling to foreign countries in the Pacific. Marine environmental protection is another key mission WALNUT takes part in by cleaning up protected coral reefs throughout the Pacific. 
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Qualifications: The qualifications for helmsman and lookout are required to be completed in the first 4 months, depending on underway schedule.  Inport watchstander and ATON rigger are required in the first 6 months. If motivated these additional qualifications can be completed: Boat crew member, Small boat coxswain, and boarding team member.  A typical workday will include: Deck work, working on buoys, standing your helm/lookout watch on the bridge, and ship preservation, depending on how many non-rates are onboard, you will perform week-long mess cook duties once every 4 to 5 weeks.
TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Qualifications: The Journeyman Engineer qualification can be completed in the first 8 months depending on underway schedule. The Inport watchstander is required to be completed in the first 6 months. If you are motivated you can become qualified as a Small boat engineer and boarding team member. 
A typical workday will include: Assist in maintaining the machinery and engineering aspects of the ship, and learning about the main diesel engines, generators, and A/C system  onboard WALNUT; depending on how many non-rates are onboard, you will perform week-long mess cook duties once every 4 to 5 weeks.
INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN- FA/FN: Break-in rotation of 1 in 3 (4hrs on watch and 8hrs off), once qualified, approximately 1 in 5 or 6.

They will provide you with a temporary barracks room. We will try to fly you out to meet the ship as soon as possible, but please stay in contact with your sponsor to stay updated with changes to WALNUT’s schedule.
