TYPICAL SA/SN/FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Assigned to the MAA division under the Engineering Department. Duties include Snow Removal, Cleaning, and Mess Cook. Depending on billet will stand either Engineer of the Watch Duty or Loran Watchstander. 
INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN/FA/FN:  Engineer of the Watch: Initially stand break-in watch: Port and Starboard (every other day, watch is secured at 2200) once Qualified: 1 in 6 rotation depending on qualified personnel, Mess Cook rotation typically a week long rotation, normally once every 5 weeks. Loran Watchstander: Break-in duty Port and Starboard (every other day 24 hour watch) Once qualified: 1 in 5 rotation.

Travel arrangements should be made through SATO to Port Clarence Alaska. Bering Airlines is the carrier from Nome, AK to Port Clarence, can be contacted at 1-800-478-5422.

A checking account is a must, as this is a no cash station. All morale and exchange bills are paid with checks. Ensure you arrive with a check book or two.

There is no cellphone service at Port Clarence. Outgoing phone calls are made using a calling card. It is possible to call collect, but not advised due to the high cost. 

If taking chronic medications, example: blood pressure medication or birth control pills. Be sure to arrive with a years supply of medication. .  Port Clarence does not have the capability to provide follow-up care for pre-existing injuries or medical problems.  Contact the HS prior to arrival if you have questions.
You may request a “restricted” household goods shipment in your entry approval request.  Household goods normally authorized for shipment to LORAN Station Port Clarence include clothing, personal effects, hobby materials, DVD Players, cameras, etc.  You are authorized up to 1000 pounds of “Unaccompanied Baggage” personal household goods.  Personal ATV’s or Dirt Bikes are prohibited.  Contact the station XPO or your sponsor for information on shipping specific items not described above.  It is highly recommended to bring whatever items will make your stay here more comfortable.  Ensure all household goods are clearly labeled and shipped to:

If you are coming from an overseas duty station (i.e. Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico, etc.) you are entitled to Consecutive Overseas Tour (COT) Travel.  You can take your COT in-Transit to the station or defer it up to one (1) year.  Deferment must be on your PCS orders.  Since this is an unaccompanied tour your family is not entitled to a COT, even if they are remaining “overseas”.  Contact your unit PERSRU for assistance on COT Travel.

You will earn Compensatory Absence (CA) in addition to your regular leave at the rate of 2.5 days per month.  CA is a form of liberty and is not included in official statements as leave.  CA may be taken at mid-tour or at expiration of the tour.  As a reminder, CA can only be taken as it accrues. .  Between the fourth and tenth month, personnel may request “mid-tour” leave.  We recommend that you use all compensatory leave earned up to that point.

 Make sure that your military I.D. Card does not expire before your tour ends here.  We are unable to renew ID cards here at the Station.
