The first thing to know is that we get about 350 inches of snow a year. We are surrounded by mountains and the town is right on the Sound. It is a beautiful area, however it is a remote place. We are a town of less than 4000 in the winter and more than 6000 in the summer due to tourists. The units operational tempo is based on the seasons and corresponding weather, as dealing with snow removal in the winter some down time in spring and housing unit restoration in the summer and fall. Housing is extremely nice, with a beautiful community center and a gym. Pretty simple life here.
Member will be issued appropriate cold weather gear upon reporting for work only.  Although we have one road that goes out of Valdez, we are remote.  Prices are expensive and entertainment is limited.  We have no movie theater or bowling alley.  Bring warm clothes for winter, boots, rain gear for off time.  This is a beautiful place to live.  If you love the outdoors, hunting/fishing, hiking, bicycling, skiing this place can't be beat.  Wildlife can be seen at the roadside (at times).
