TYPICAL SA/SN and FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Watch stander, Boat crewmember, AtoN crewmember, and maintaining unit’s boats, shop and grounds. 
INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN, FA/FN: Duty Aids to Navigation Watchstander, (once every three weeks, duty is from 0730 to 1600 during the week and a 1200 round on the weekends.) You may also be called upon to be a boat crewman on the weekends every once and a while.
