Upon reporting aboard you will be required to set up your own account with the Local Systems Manager. Your assigned Sponsor will provide his/her e-mail address for contact.
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UNIT MISSIONS:  Search and Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, Marine Environmental Protection, Recreational Boating Safety, Port and Waterways Security, Living Marine Resources Protection, and many more.

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Upon reporting aboard, you will be assigned to the Deck Department. At this time your training will begin. With self-motivation and dedication you will easily accomplish the certifications required of a Non-Rated member. These certifications include 41’ Utility Boat Crewman, 25’ Defender Class Crewman, 25’ Tactical Crewman and Boarding Team Member. A common phrase in the Coast Guard is “Train, Maintain and Operate”. 
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 The main response platform for Station Philadelphia is the Defender A & B Class boats manufactured by SAFE Boat. Being highly maneuverable, and able to reach speeds of 46 knots, has made this boat idea for the Coast Guard’s homeland security operations. As a crew member at Station Philadelphia, you will develop an in-depth knowledge of this boat as well as the 41’ Utility boats that are currently in use on the Delaware River.
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WHAT WILL YOU LEARN?
While at Station Philadelphia you will become an expert in line handling, towing evolutions, navigation, personnel recovery operations, helicopter operations, first aid and especially Teamwork. A Coast Guard Boarding Team is responsible for Enforcing Laws and Treaties, Protecting Living Marine Resources and Educating Recreational Boaters. Certification as a Boarding Team Member is usually accomplished in 6 months or less. Certification will require you to exhibit a high level of maturity, responsibility and judgment in carrying out these duties. Maintaining is a daily responsibility. Not only will you learn to use the equipment carried on board the 41 Utility Boat and 25 Defender Class Boat, you will learn how to perform preventive maintenance as well. We never know which piece of equipment will be reached for to save the life of a civilian or one of our own crewmen. Every piece of equipment we carry needs to be ready at all times. Through Training and Maintenance we will be able to Operate in a professional manner. We render assistance to hundreds of boaters each year, both directly through Search and Rescue operations and indirectly through boating education. 

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: As a Fireman or Fireman Apprentice, you will need to complete the same Certifications as the Deck Department Non-Rated Members. 41’ UTB Crewman, 25’ Defender Class Crewman, Tactical 25’ crewmen and Boarding Team Member. You will then begin training as a 41’ Utility Boat Engineer. The position of Boat Engineer is an extremely important part of a Team. The small boat engineer is second in command to the Coxswain. 
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WHAT TYPE OF DUTY WILL I STAND:  During the summer months, Station Philadelphia also operates a Station Small out of Salem New Jersey.  This causes Station Philadelphia to revert to a Port and Starboard Duty rotation with sliding weekends. This means that you will stand two days of duty, have two days of Liberty and work every-other weekend during the summer until mid October.  The winter duty rotation begins at the closing of Station Small Salem.  The fall rotation is then dependant upon the qualification levels of personnel.

RATINGS PRESENT AT UNIT: Boatswains Mate, Machinery Technician and Gunners Mate. 

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS: None, but it is recommended to report during regular working hours between 0800 and 1600 Monday through Friday.

UNIFORM NORMALLY WORN DURING THE WORKDAY: Operational Dress Uniform (ODU’s) with steel toe work boots and unit ball caps.

RECOMMENDED UNIFORM ITEMS IN ADDITION TO SEABAG ISSUE: None.

There are no optional uniform items authorized for wear aboard Station Philadelphia. 

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE IS AVAILABLE FOR MY BELONGINGS: Since there is no Unaccompanied Personnel Housing (UPH) at Station Philadelphia, there is no storage space for your personal belongings. Each member is required to acquire adequate housing which is covered more in depth below.

WHO IS THE MUTUAL ASSISTANCE REPRESENTATIVE: All Mutual Assistance requests are submitted through the unit Executive Petty Officer. The unit XPO can be reached at (215)-271-4843.

NAME OF NEAREST MILITARY FACILITY AND DISTANCE:  The nearest military facility is Fort Dix,  located in Fort Dix New Jersey approximately 34 miles or one hour drive time from Station Philadelphia.

LOCATION OF NEAREST EXCHANGE AND COMMISARY: Fort Dix is the nearest exchange.  

UNIFORM TO REPORT IN: Between November 1st and March 31st, the Uniform is Service Dress Blue Bravo. Between April 1st and October 31st the Uniform is Tropical Blue Long.

WHO IS THE HOUSING OFFICER FOR STATION PHILADELPHIA? Mr. Waechter is Station Philadelphia’s Housing Officer and is located in Atlantic City. He can be reached at (609)677-2174
WHAT SHOULD I KNOW BEFORE RENTING OR LEASING A HOME: Whether you’re moving to a small town or a large city, like our own, you will have your good areas as well as your bad areas.  When choosing an area in which to live you need to consider that area’s crime rate.  Visit that area in the day as well as night. Be aware of security measures that are put in place such as gated communities or cameras on the premises.  These measures could lower your insurance as well as deter criminals.  Ask the police in that district what that area is like.  Ask fellow coworkers for recommendation of places to live.  Also consider not only the distance you are from work but what traffic will be like in your perspective new apartment or house as well as possible tolls or fuel costs.  Philadelphia has many areas that should be avoided, but it also has many areas that are attractive and rewarding.  When renting be sure that your apartment complex will honor a military clause.  A military clause is an agreement that allows military members to get out of a lease early without penalty due to orders.
MILITARY CLAUSE ADDENDUM

IN THE EVENT the Tennant is or hereafter becomes, a member of the United States Armed Forces on the extended active duty and hereafter the Tenant receives permanent change of station orders to depart from the area where the Premises are located, or is relieved from active duty, retires or separates from the military, or is ordered military housing , or is deployed for more than 90 days, then in any of these events, the Tenant may terminate this lease upon giving (30) days written notice to the Landlord.  The Tenant shall also provide the Landlord a copy of the official orders or a letter signed by the tenant’s commanding officer, reflecting the change which warrants termination under this clause.  The Tenant will pay prorated rent for any days (he/she) occupies the dwelling past the first day of the month.

The damage/security deposit will promptly return to the tenant, provided there are no damages to the premises.

Child Care


Our child care referral service helps you find family child care homes, child care centers, preschools, school-age programs, and summer camps. We are the most comprehensive and current source of information on child care providers in our coverage area. Up to 70% of all child care in our region is provided in private homes. Most of these providers do not advertise, but many are listed in our database. We update provider information regularly.


Different levels of service are available (see below), depending on your needs.


Employees of corporate clients are eligible for enhanced services. (If you are not sure if your company offers our enhanced services, contact us.)
