UNITS INFORMATION AND MISSIONS: 
MARLIN is an 87’ cutter homeported in Fort Myers Beach, FL.  There are several units in the Group St Petersburg AOR (area of operation) including four 110’ cutters, two 87’ cutters (including MARLIN), 1 buoy tender, 1 construction tender, and 5 CG Stations.  In addition, there are two 210’ cutters that are homeported in St Petersburg and CG Air Station Clearwater is located a short drive from Group St Petersburg.  MARLIN’s primary missions are Search and Rescue and Law Enforcement (primarily recreational boating and fisheries law enforcement).  Our AOR extends from Apalachicola to Everglades City.

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:

Inport Officer Of the Day (OOD), Underway Quartermaster of the Watch (QMOW), small boat cox’n. At least 2 nonrates are normally qualified as Boarding Team Members.  If you have interest in doing law enforcement, you will have the opportunity to qualify after qualifying in your basic watchstations.  For emergency billets, both SN are qualified as Cutter Rescue Swimmers.  All hands also qualify as At Anchor OOD.
TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: 
Inport OOD, Underway Engineer of the Watch (EOW), small boat crewman.  At least 2 nonrates are normally qualified as Boarding Team Members.  If you have interest in doing law enforcement, you will have the opportunity to qualify after qualifying in your basic watchstations.  All hands also qualify as At Anchor OOD.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN: 

While breaking in, you will be standing a 1 in 3 (1 day of duty every 3 days) rotation for OOD. Once qualified, your rotation will be 1 in 5.

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN: 
1 in 3 (4 hour watches) as QMOW.

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR FA/FN: 
1 in 3 (4 hour watches) as EOW.

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE (IN CUBIC FEET):  

Onboard you have 1 locker and coffin rack type storage. Nonrates typically have a single person barracks room on base.  You should have storage space in your barracks room for some sporting equipment like golf clubs, rollerblades, etc.

CGC MARLIN is co-located with CG Station Fort Myers Beach.  Major military facilities nearby include: CG Group St Petersburg: 2 – 2.5 hr drive; McDill AFB: 3 hr drive (approx 30 minutes from Group St Petersburg); CG Group Miami: 3 hr drive.

LOCATION OF NEAREST EXCHANGE AND COMMISARY: 
There is a small exchange with limited uniform items located in Fort Myers. Most crewmembers get uniform items from the exchange in St Petersburg or by ordering from the UDC.

COMMON DESTINATIONS OF DEPLOYMENTS: 
St Petersburg/Tampa.  MARLIN usually averages 2 – 3 deployments outside of our AOR each year. Previous out of AOR deployments have included: several to Group Key West for AMIO (alien migrant interdiction operations); Group Miami and Group Mayport.

Information about the local area:


Fort Myers is a hugely popular vacation spot - especially for older, retired people and Spring Breaker’s.  There are several water sport type activities on the beach – which is a short walk across the bridge from the base.  Other activities include boating, fishing, golfing and bicycling.  The unit has morale kayaks available for crew use at the beach or local parks. (Great for fishing at Lover’s Key State Park!) For baseball fans, Ft Myers is the home for Red Sox and Minnesota Twins spring training.  Fort Myers also has a home hockey team: Florida Everblades.

Large cities nearby include St Petersburg and Tampa – approximately 2 ½ north, Miami – approximately 3 hours east, and Orlando approximately 3 ½ hours north.  Between Tampa and Orlando there are several amusement parks to visit including: Disney World, Sea World, Universal Studios, Busch Gardens, and Wet & Wild water park.  Other vacations spots that tourists visit nearby include Sanibel and Captiva Islands which are about 15 minutes from the base; Naples, FL which is about 30 minutes south of Fort Myers, and Everglade City which is about 1 ½ hour south of Fort Myers.

Information about typical schedule and work days:

On average, MARLIN spends 2 weeks in B6 status (SAR recall) and 2 weeks in Charlie (maintenance period).  Each crewmember is issued a text pager to carry at all times.  Our schedule typically fluctuates based on CG operations and needs, so be prepared to be flexible!  Normal workday routine is Trop Hours (0645-1300). MARLIN averages 8 days underway a month.
