Unit Missions: SAPELO’s missions are Homeland Security, Law Enforcement (to include Counter Drug and Alien Migrant Interdiction Operations).

Underway: SAPELO typically operates throughout the Caribbean, averaging 10 to 12 days per month U/W.  Often having foreign port Calls in the Virgin Islands and Dominic Republic.      
Typical SA/SN Job Assignment: Seaman are assigned to the Deck Department where they work on maintenance and operation of the ship’s small boat, survival equipment, and various deck gear (lines, anchor, towing equipment, etc).  

Typical FA/FN Job Assignment: Firemen are assigned to the Engineering Department where they assist in the performance of maintenance and repairs to SAPELO’s main diesel engines, ship’s service generators and auxiliary systems.

Inport Watch Type and Duty Rotation for SA/SN and FA/FN: Inport, junior enlisted qualify and stand watch as Inport Officer of the Day.  The Inport OOD is responsible for security and damage control issues after hours.  The duty rotation depends upon the number of people qualified to stand duty, and is typically once every 6-12 days.

Underway Watch Type and Duty Rotation for SA/SN:  Underway, seamen qualify as Quartermaster of the Watch (QMOW).  The QMOW is the primary assistant to the Officer of the Deck and handles navigation issues, maintains the deck logs, and assists with communications.  Additionally, some personnel may be trained as migrant watch standers, providing security on deck when migrants are interdicted. Duty rotation is typically one watch out of every three or four. 

Underway Watch Type and Duty Rotation for FA/FN: Underway, firemen qualify as Engineer of the Watch (EOW).  The EOW is responsible for the safe operation of Engineering machinery and systems.   Additionally, some personnel may be trained as migrant watch standers providing security on deck when migrants are interdicted. 

Procedures for Reporting After Hours, Cutter Inport: Report to the cutter if it is inport.  There is a duty section manning the cutter 24 hours per day.

If you have dependents (wife/husband and/or kids), Coast Guard housing is available for personnel with dependents. Members may request to live on the economy if they intend to buy a house. This approval must be authorized by member’s command. 
Overseas housing allowance for E-2 or E-3 with dependents is $1556.00, plus you can receive up to an additional $800 for utilities.  You are entitled to receive a one time “move-in-fee” of $1335.00 to assist with deposit.
