UNITS LOCATION: CGC TARPON is located at Coast Guard Station Tybee Island at Fort Pulaski National Monument, about 20 minutes from Savannah, GA and 5 minutes from Tybee Island, GA.

UNITS MISSIONS: CGC TARPON performs a wide variety of the Coast Guard missions including, but not limited to; Search and Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, and Ports, Waterways and Coastal Security (PWCS). CGC TARPON is also actively involved in Public Affairs providing tours to local schools and other organizations.

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: As a SA or SN you will be assigned to the Deck Department, where you general duties will consist of Deck maintenance which includes, prepping, priming and painting of the ship and all spaces. All hands assigned also assist in maintaining the cleanliness of the ship. You will also have collateral duties assisting with the maintenance of Rescue and Survival gear, deck equipment and navigational charts and manuals. You will also be expected to certify as a Crewmember of the watch, Inport Officer of the Day, Engineer of the Watch, Boat Crewmember and Boarding Team Member. CGC TARPON is an optimally manned Cutter which requires every member assigned to be crossed trained in all billets onboard, and requires each member to take on greater roles of responsibility. The expectations placed on you are equal to that of a 3rd class Petty Officer. The challenge may seem great at first, but it will ultimately prepare you for a productive Coast Guard career.   



TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: As a FA or FN you will be assigned to the Engineering Department, where you general duties will consist of the maintenance of the engineering machinery which includes, scheduled preventive maintenance of portable pumps, damage control gear and equipment, the Cutter small boat and the cleanliness of the engineering spaces. All hands assigned also assist in maintaining the cleanliness of the ship. You will also be expected to certify as a Crewmember of the watch, Inport Officer of the Day, Engineer of the Watch, Boat Crewmember and Boarding Team Member. CGC TARPON is an optimally manned Cutter which requires every member assigned to be crossed trained in all billets onboard, and requires a each member to take on greater roles of responsibility. The expectations placed on you are equal to that of a 3rd class Petty Officer. The challenge may seem great at first, but it will ultimately prepare you for a productive Coast Guard career.

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN: While underway you will stand the Crew Member of the Watch. You will be responsible for maintaining the underway logs and performing lookout duties.  The rotation is 1 in 3 but on occasion port and starboard.  E.g. 4 hrs on 8hrs off, or 6 hour on 6 hours off. 

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR FA/FN: While underway you will stand the Engineer of the Watch.  Responsible for the engineering rounds of the cutter.  The rotation is 1 in 3 but on occasion port and starboard.  E.g. 4 hrs on 8hrs off, or 6 hour on 6 hours off.

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS:  Inform your sponsor of the time you will report he or she will meet you upon your arrival.  Remember to keep your sponsor informed of the time you are reporting so he can help if problems arise.  


IF UNIT IS UNDERWAY, WHERE TO REPORT: Normally if a person is reporting the cutter will try to be inport, but if this is not possible your sponsor will tell you where to go (report).  If TARPON is not inport you will need to report to CG Station Tybee XPO or OOD at  912-786-5440
