UNIT MISSIONS: Sector Corpus Christi performs all Coast Guard missions, except ice-breaking. Personnel annually conduct about 450 search and rescue cases, assist 591 people in distress, save 83 lives and $3 million in property, seize over 5,500 lbs of drugs and 22 small craft conducting smuggling and illegal fishing, interdict and detain over 130 illegal immigrants, maintain 1,300 aids to navigation, manage the safe arrival of 3,200 commercial vessels, conduct 900 facility visits, investigate 230 marine related incidents, perform 490 vessel inspections, and provide support for 47 Coast Guard cutters and small boats.

UNIT INFORMATION: Unit is currently separated on three campuses throughout Corpus Christi.  A project is underway to move the members at Hangar 41 and Tower II to a location on the Corpus Christi International Airport while the Harbor Facility remains at its current location.  This project is scheduled for completion January 2014.

Hangar 41 at the Naval Air Station Corpus Christi is home to the Command Staff, the Sector Command Center, the Servicing Personnel Office, Admin staff, Supply Division, Response Department and Air Station personnel; 8930 Ocean Drive Hanger 41, Corpus Christi, TX 78419.  

Tower II is Sector Corpus Christi’s downtown campus and is home to the Prevention Department and the Response Department’s Security Division; 555 North Carancahua St. Suite 500, Corpus Christ, TX 78478.

Harbor Facility houses Sector Naval Engineering, ATON, CGC Manatee, CGC Mallet, ANT Corpus Christi and ESD Corpus Christi; 1201 Navigation Blvd, Corpus Christi, TX 78401.
