UNIT’S MISSIONS: Home ported on Naval Air Station Pensacola, CYPRESS’ primary mission is to service and maintain 130 aids to navigation   (ATON) from Brownsville, TX to Apalachicola, FL. CYPRESS’ other missions include pollution response, law enforcement operations, search and rescue, and alien migrant interdiction operations (AMIO).
COMMON DESTINATIONS OF DEPLOYMENTS: CYPRESS’ normal AOR ranges from Apalachicola, FL to the Mexican border.  CYPRESS also makes regular transits to the middle and southern Gulf of Mexico to service NOAA weather buoy stations.
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WELCOME ABOARD MESSAGES: Messages are sent to each newly assigned member.  If you haven’t received your message shortly after receiving orders, please contact the ship and ask to be directed to the Ship’s Office for assistance.  If we are underway, send an email to YN2 Sean Suggs (sean.j.suggs@uscg.mil). Ask for the name of your sponsor and inform us if you have not received your message. 
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Servicing buoys on deck as a rigger, small boat crewman, helm/lookout underway, topside equipment maintenance, messcook duties.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Oiler while underway, maintaining engineering spaces while inport, equipment preventative maintenance, small boat engineer, messcook duties.
