Station Venice is a remotely located unit located in Southern Plaquemines Parish.  This part of the parish is lightly populated and lacks most major personal conveniences and services.  Having a personal vehicle is highly recommended due to the commute distance and lack of commuter transportation.  All members are authorized BAH (E3 and below after 6 months), and are allowed to live on the economy.  Members with dependants are encouraged to contact their sponsor to inquire about Government housing availability or report in without their families and first locate. The Station will allow enough leave for members to move their families after they have located suitable housing. (If you have a family that you will be moving to this area, either you or your spouse needs to contact the Officer in Charge as soon as possible so that we can work through your needs and issues to ensure a smooth transition into the local area.)  Additionally employment for spouses is very limited in the lower parish area where the unit is located. Most crew members elect to live closer to the New Orleans area and commute for duty.
