IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING? When reporting aboard it is advisable to bring your dependants along so they can become acquainted with the command, crew, and the new area in which you will be living.

Coast Guard Station Ashtabula is located in Northeastern Ohio.  Due to the location the average temperature in the summer is a mild 85*, and during the winter a blustery 20*. The City of Ashtabula and the surrounding towns offer several activities such as boating, site seeing, golfing, hunting, snow skiing and much more. In addition to the activities in and around Ashtabula, there are a few amusement parks within driving distance as well. If continuing education is what you are after then look no further. Ashtabula is the home of the Kent State University Ashtabula Campus. They offer many degree programs and are located within 4 miles from the unit. There are also various community colleges within reasonable driving distance and distance learning is also available. For financial institutions there are several to choose from. If you desire a credit union the Navy Credit Union is in Cleveland, Ohio. 

  The unit’s primary  missions are Search and Rescue, Homeland Security, and Law Enforcement. Each crew member plays a vital role in unit operations. The typical job assignments for each crewmember include Communications Watchstander, Boat Crewmember, Boarding Team Member, Boarding Officer, and Small Boat Coxswain. The normal watch type and duty rotation is Port and Starboard. This means that you would work for two days, off for two days, and work every other weekend. While on duty, living conditions are favorable. The duty rooms are usually shared with one or two other crew members and each duty room is equipped with its own head and cable television. There is not a Food Service Specialist assigned to this unit, however, there is a kitchen style mess deck where food may be stored in the refrigerator, freezer and cabinets. For personal storage, approximately 15 cubic feet of storage is provided for each crewmember. The normal working uniform is the ODU. In addition to the working uniform, all personal protective clothing will be issued to you upon arrival. 


When reporting aboard it is advisable to bring your dependants along so they can become acquainted with the command, crew, and the new area in which you will be living. From the 1st of October to the 30th of April the Service Dress Blue is the mandatory uniform when reporting aboard and from the 1st of May to the 30th of September the Tropical blue long uniform is the mandatory uniform when reporting. If your sponsors are not aboard the unit when you report be sure to check in with the Officer of the Day or the Executive Petty Officer. Prior to reporting, be sure and contact your sponsor or Officer of the Day and provide a phone numbering case we need to get in contact with you while on leave between Boot camp and your report date.
