If
the United States is to enjoy a rich, diverse and sustainable ocean environment, everyone must
assist in halting the degradation of our ocean’s natural resources associated with maritime
activities. This includes ensuring the country’s marine protected species are provided the
protection necessary to help their populations recover to healthy, sustainable levels.

ELIGIBILITY
The art contest is open to U.S. Coast Guard Partnership in Education participating schools, K-
12th grade students.

CATEGORIES
Acceptable entries: painting and drawing

ARTWORK SPECIFICATIONS

Each artwork can be no larger than 38”x 38”, including matting, frame or base.

A statement from the artist and entry form must accompany each entry. Please attach the entry
form to the artwork.

ARTIST STATEMENT

Each artwork must be accompanied by a short statement that describes the work in relation to
Coast Guard’s Living Marine Resources and/or Marine Environmental Protection missions. The
artist’s statement is important in conveying the concept of the work to a broad audience.

Each entry must be original in concept, design, and execution and not violate any U.S. copyright
laws. Student/parent/teacher may be required to certify authenticity. All entrants must complete
and sign an entry form, available at http://www.uscg.mil/pie-resources

DEADLINES FOR ENTRY

The contest will run from February 14, 2011 through March 31, 2011. Entry forms and artwork
must be received by the school by March 31, 2011. Each entry must be accompanied by the
typed artist statement and a completed entry form with name, e-mail, address, phone and school,
taped to the back.

COMPETITION

The competition will be two-tiered: The district competition will select finalists in the following
categories by grade level: KG-2", 36" 7"-9™ and 10™-12". The winning artwork will be sent
to Coast Guard Headquarters where four national winners will be selected. The winners will be
announced during the CGPIE anniversary celebration in May. The District and National winning
art will be displayed during the PIE anniversary celebration and at the Coast Guard Band’s
annual Veterans Day concert in Washington, D.C.

The selected finalists will receive an award certificate, be treated as honorary Coast Guard
service member for a day and tour the Coast Guard facility nearest to their hometown. An award
will also be presented to the school representing any of the finalists.

ARTWORK
All finalists’ artwork will be retained by the U.S. Coast Guard.
